	Questions and Answers (Q&A) for Industry Day


Industry Day will focus on the understanding of the Government’s current vision and objectives pertaining to the current PAMSS contract at NASA/JSC. Absolutely no discussion(s) of the future contract acquisition or its requirements will occur. Questions related to the contract acquisition or its requirements will not be considered or answered. 

There will not be a Q&A period following “Industry Day.” Written questions may be submitted with formal responses provided via amendment to the synopsis.  

	One-on-One Communications with Industry


To facilitate open communications with industry, Government personnel will be available for one-on-one meetings. The Government encourages Industry to take advantage of this opportunity to meet with us one-on-one during the afternoon. Scheduling of these appointment times on Industry Day will be on a first come, first served basis. While appointment times after the Industry Day will be possible, those meetings will be contingent on the availability of personnel. However, we will attempt to schedule your meeting as quickly as possible to prevent unnecessary delays. An individual company or a group of businesses planning to team or subcontract may attend the one-on-one meetings on Industry Day or after that date; however, each offeror is limited to three participants and the meetings will not exceed 15 minutes in length. No meetings will be scheduled after the release of the Final RFP.

	The Following Topics May Be Discussed


1. The general purpose of the contemplated procurement.
2. Any information about the PAMSS current contract strategy that NASA has already made accessible to the public or is otherwise being made available to all potential offerors.

3. Historical information about the general nature or scope of prior contracts whose requirements may be similarly addressed in whole or in part under the contemplated procurement.

4. Information that describes the federal procurement process as defined by the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) or other published procurement policy documents.

5. Procurement specific information already published such as information contained in the acquisition forecast, SOW and pre-solicitation synopses.

	Questions Regarding the Subject Below Will Not Be Discussed


1. Proprietary or confidential business information of contractor(s) or other business entities performing similar ongoing efforts.
2. Privacy Act protected information such as existing contractor employees’ personal data.

3. Trade Secrets Act protected information.

4. Speculation on what the Government might be looking for in proposals.

5. Different technical and management approaches.

6. Technical efficiencies.

7. Performance of contractors providing similar requirements that could become competitors.

	Additional Notes


1. Formal presentations by interested parties or potential offerors are not permitted.
2. Recording devices are prohibited.

3. The Draft RFP will be released on a subsequent date. After the Draft RFP is released, NASA JSC will hold a Pre-Proposal Conference which will allow industry to ask questions specific to the Draft RFP. Therefore, industry will be solicited to submit questions in writing so that the Government may officially respond.

	Directions to Gilruth Conference and Recreation Center


From Bay Area Blvd.: 

1. Exit Bay Area Blvd. and head east on Bay Area Blvd., toward Highway 3.
