COSTING SUMMARY DATABASE (CSDB) REQUIREMENTS

FOR

NASA SOUNDING ROCKET OPERATIONS CONTRACT
April 2009

The contractor shall provide and maintain a Costing Summary Database (CSDB), which allocates 533 monthly task costs into “funding baskets” for NASA costing purposes and reconciles those costs to the NASA financial system.  This database shall meet all of the requirements below.  The associated CSDB shall be available to NASA use within two (2) business days of delivery of the 533 monthly.  The amount of awarded incentive fee shall be updated in the next 533 and CSDB following any fee payment.
