You are invited to submit a proposal for NASA/Goddard Space Flight Center's (GSFC) Laser Systems Engineering Services (LSES) solicitation.  The principal purpose of this requirement is to provide Research and Development (R&D) engineering and related services including design, development, fabrication, integration, testing, and performance verification for all of the lasers necessary for the Advanced Topographic Laser Altimeter System (ATLAS) instrument.

This procurement is a full and open competition.  The NAICS code is 336419  

Size Standard: 1,000 employees. This competitive procurement will result in a Cost-Plus-Award-Fee (CPAF), Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract with an ordering period that extends five years from the effective date of the contract.  The anticipated award date is June 1, 2009.  

Representative Task Orders (RTO) have been included as Exhibit 15 of the RFP to help the Government understand how you, as our contractor, would carry out the representative tasks associated with the Statement of Work.  Offerors are not required to price the RTOs as part of the mission suitability and cost realism evaluation. However, Offerors should follow the directions in Provision L.17 to submit the RTOs exhibits.  In addition, this solicitation utilizes a cost evaluation methodology that is different than prior cost evaluations for GSFC’s CPAF, IDIQ contracts.  Offerors are encouraged to carefully read Provision L.17 of the RFP and the associated Cost Exhibits.
Clause NFS 1852.234-2 “Earned Value Management System (EVMS)” (NOV 2006) – (ALTERNATE I) (NOV 2006) and provision NFS 1852.234-2 “Earned Value Management System” (NOV 2006.) The clause and provision applies only to major development single Task Orders for Hardware and/or Software development with an estimated value of greater or equal to $20M. EVMS will be enforced if an end-item design development task order is issued with a value of $20M or more.
Sigma and AvoPhotonics participated in the ICESat II Design Review Board held on June 11, 2008.  The Government believes that any Organizational Conflict of Interest issue has been mitigated by posting the ICESat II Design Review Board Document in the LSES library.
