The provisions of this Limitation of Funds clause are limited to the work on and allotment of funds for the items set forth in paragraph (a) of this clause. This clause shall become inoperative upon the allotment of funds for the total price of said work except for rights and obligations then existing under this clause.

Nothing in this clause shall affect the right of the Government to terminate this contract pursuant to the Termination for Convenience of the Government clause of this contract.

(a) The Contracting Officer has determined that this acquisition may give rise to a potential organizational conflict of interest.  Accordingly, the attention of the Contractor is directed to FAR Subpart 9.5, “Organizational Conflicts of Interest.”

(b) The nature of the potential organizational conflict of interest in this acquisition is described below:

(c) To avoid, neutralize, or mitigate the potential organizational conflict of interest, the following restrictions upon shall apply: The Contractor shall not utilize nor disclose any of the sensitive or proprietary data it may have been authorized access to or gained other than to carry out its activities under this contract, and shall not engage in any Marketing Consulting Activity using any proprietary data obtained on this contract.  This restriction shall remain in effect for the time period prescribed by law and/or regulation. 

(d) If, in the performance of work under this contract, the Contractor has access to Government Sensitive Data or third-party proprietary data, the Contractor shall protect such data from unauthorized use or disclosure so long as it remains proprietary. In addition, the Contractor shall not be permitted to use such data other then in performance under this contract, unless:

(1) It receives the explicit written permission of the owner of such data and the Contracting Officer; or 

(2) Such data has been released or otherwise made available to the public by the Government or the owner of the third-party proprietary data.

In addition, the Contractor agrees that to the extent it receives or is given access to proprietary data, data protected by the Privacy Act of 1974 (5 U.S.C. 552a), or other confidential or privileged technical, business, or financial information under this Contract, it shall treat such information in accordance with any use or dissemination restrictions imposed on such information. 

Further, the Contractor shall not submit an unsolicited proposal to the Government which is based on such data until one year after such data is released or otherwise made available to the public; further, any unsolicited proposal submitted pursuant to this provision shall identify any relationship to work produced under this contract and any proposed use of such data.

(e) Additionally:

(1) If, in the performance of work under this Contract, the Contractor enters into a separate agreement with a company for the protection of Government Sensitive Data or third-party proprietary data, the Contractor shall furnish a copy of that agreement to the Contracting Officer.

(2) The Contractor must educate its employees, through formal training, not to divulge Government Sensitive Data or third-party proprietary data, trade secrets, confidential information, or restricted data of companies received in connection with the performance of work under this Contract.  The Contractor shall provide a plan to implement this training for the approval of the Contracting Officer.

(3) The Contractor shall obtain from all employees having access to Government Sensitive Data or third-party proprietary data under this Contract a written agreement which shall prohibit those employees, during the term of their employment and thereafter, from disclosing to others or using for their own behalf, such data received in connection with the performance of work under this Contract, and from retaining a copy of such data after termination of their employment under this Contract.

(f) The term “Contractor” as used in this clause shall include (i) the corporate or other entity executing this Contract with the Government; (ii) such entity’s parent, subsidiary, affiliate, or successor entities to the extent that the parent, subsidiary, affiliate, or successor entity has responsibility for the performance of work under this Contract; and (iii) the Contractor’s subcontractors that (A) operate the Aerospace facilities as delineated in the Statement of Work of this contract or (B) handle, receive, reduce, interpret, or transmit data obtained, used, or produced in conjunction with research programs in these Aerospace facilities. 

(g) The term “Contract” as used in this clause shall include options, extensions, and any successor contracts performed or to be performed by the Contractor without any other contractor intervening.

(h) The term “Data” as used in this clause, means recorded information, regardless of form or media on which it may be recorded.  The term includes technical data and computer software.  The term further includes Government Sensitive Data or third-party proprietary data including proprietary data, trade secret information, data protected by the Privacy Act of 1974  (5 U.S.C. 552a) and other confidential or privileged technical, business or financial data.

(i) The term “Government Sensitive Data” as used in this clause means data for which the disclosure or use is controlled by the U.S. Statute or implementing published federal regulations or NASA policy and, where so identified, includes data first produced by the Contractor.

(j) The Contractor’s Organizational Conflicts of Interest Avoidance Plan is incorporated by reference into this contract (see Attachment J.1(a)6).  This Plan addresses Organizational Conflicts of Interest at the contract level.  Each individual task order will state if additional Organizational Conflicts of Interest requirements exist and, if so, an additional Organizational Conflicts of Interest Avoidance Plan may be required by the Contracting Officer to address potential conflicts of interest prior to authorization of that task order.

Contractors shall develop and maintain appropriate emergency response and recovery plans, facility shutdown/startup plans, standard operations procedures, and checklists for emergency response to their facilities and operations.  Contractors shall ensure training and certification of their employees as required to support their emergency response and recovery plan.  Contractors shall participate in ARC drills and/or exercises to validate adequacy of emergency response and recovery plans and to ensure contractor employees are trained on how to respond.  During a disaster/emergency, the contractor’s Project Manager or other line supervisor shall be prepared to provide personnel accountability and facility status information to the designated NASA Facility Manager or Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Representative.

(c) Many contractor employees also serve as emergency response or mission essential resources with regards to performing certain emergency response and recovery functions associated with the overall NASA Ames Research Center and agency response.  As such, their emergency response or mission essential roles for the Center and agency need to be identified prior to an emergency or disaster.  These individuals must also be notified of their roles, trained in their roles and participate in any drills that serve to increase the Center’s effectiveness in responding to and recovering from emergencies and disasters.

(d) The contractor’s obligation may include resolution of unusual or emergency situations, pursuant to FAR Part 18, “Emergency Acquisitions.”  The contractor may be required to assist NASA, within the general scope of work, but in currently unidentified ways, in preparation for, or in response to emergencies.  Obligations under this requirement shall only arise under prescribed circumstances that enable NASA to utilize “Emergency Acquisition Flexibilities,” as defined at FAR 18.001.  If the emergency preparedness and response requirements result in changes to the contract, all contract adjustments will be processed in accordance with the changes clause.

DISASTER ASSISTANCE AND RESCUE TEAM (DART) PARTICIPATION 


(ARC 52.223-91) (APR 2004)
(a) Contractor employees are eligible to participate in the Disaster Assistance and Rescue Team (DART) if approved in writing by the Contractor and appointed by the Government.  If a Contractor approves of an employee’s participation, the contractor agrees to modify the employee’s position description to include participation in DART, and to provide additional indemnification (e.g., worker’s compensation insurance, general liability, etc.) as may be necessary to protect its employee and/or the Government while the employee is participating in the program. 

(b) DART Definition.  This team is comprised of civil service, contractor, Ames Associate, resident agent, and military personnel that work at Ames Research Center, the NASA Research Park, and Moffett Federal Airfield.  The team composition includes, but is not limited to, scientists, engineers, wind tunnel mechanics, aircraft mechanics, facility maintenance personnel, computer specialists, industrial hygienists, safety professionals, heavy equipment operators, administrative personnel, managers, procurement officials, and data specialists.  DART is an umbrella organization that has ten functional groups.  The groups are Search, Rescue, Hazardous Materials Response, Damage and Utility Control, Structural Assessment, Emergency Communications, Medical, Logistics, Technical Support, and Emergency Operations Center as well as the Emergency Communications Facility.  Typically, participation will involve approximately 5% of the employee’s (full) time, except for initial training/orientation, which will involve approximately 10% of the employee’s (full) time.  The executive management at Ames Research Center strongly encourages contractor participation on DART, which needs all of our support, as it has proven to be a valuable element of the Center’s Emergency Service Program.

(End of clause)

H.10
MANAGEMENT AND PROTECTION OF DATA (ARC 52.227-93) (JUL 1988)

(a) In the performance of this contract it is anticipated that the Contractor may have access to, be furnished, use, or generate the following types of data (recorded information):

(1) data submitted to the Government with limited rights or restricted rights notices; 

(2) data of third parties which the Government has agreed to handle under protective arrangements; 

(3) and data generated by or on behalf of the Government, which the Government intends to control the use and dissemination thereof.

(b) In order to provide management appropriate for protecting the interests of the Government and other owners of such data, the Contractor agrees with respect to data in category (a)(1) above, and with respect to any data in categories (a)(2) and (a)(3) when so identified by the Contracting Officer, to:  

(1) use and disclose such data only to the extent necessary to perform the work required under this contract, with particular emphasis on restricting disclosure of the data to those persons who have a definite need for the data in order to perform under this contract;  

(2) not reproduce the data unless reproduction of the data is specifically permitted elsewhere in the contract or by the Contracting Officer; 

(3) refrain from disclosing the data to third parties without the written consent of the Contracting Officer; and

(4) return or deliver the data including all copies thereof to the Contracting Officer or his designated recipient when requested by the Contracting Officer

H.11
HANDLING OF DATA (ARC 52.227-96) (JUN 1989)

(a) Paragraph (d)(1) of the “Rights in Data - General” clause of this contract permits the Government to restrict the Contractor’s right to use, release to others, reproduce, distribute, or publish any data first produced or specifically used by the Contractor in the performance of the contract provided such restriction is expressly set forth in the contract.  Pursuant to this authority, the following restrictions shall apply to such data and shall be included, in substance, in all subcontracts:

(b) Data specifically used.

(1) In the performance of this contract, it is anticipated the Contractor may have access, or be furnished, data (including financial, administrative, cost or pricing, or management information as well as technical data or computer software) of third parties which the Government has agreed to handle under protective arrangements, as well as such Government data for which the Government intends to control the use and dissemination. 

(2) In order to protect the interests of the Government and the owners of such data, the Contractor agrees, with respect to such third party or Government data that is either marked with a restrictive legend or specifically identified in this contract or in writing by the Contracting Officer as being subject to this clause, to use and disclose such data only to the extent necessary to perform the work required under this contract, preclude disclosure of such data outside the Contractor’s organization, and return or dispose of such data as directed by the Contracting Officer when the data is no longer needed for contract performance. 

(3) Notwithstanding the above paragraph, the Contractor shall not be restricted in the use and disclosure of any data that becomes generally available without breach of this clause by this Contractor, is known to or is developed by the Contractor independently of any disclosure of proprietary, restricted, or confidential data hereunder, or is rightfully received by the Contractor from a third party without restriction.

(c) Data first produced by the Contractor under this contract may include data for which the Government wants to control the use and dissemination.  The Contracting Officer may require, or this contract may presently specify, that the Contractor apply restrictive legends to such identified data prior to delivery to the Government, or to third parties at the Government’s direction, that restrict the use and disclosure of the data by any third party recipient.  However, such restrictive legends shall in no way affect the Contractor’s or the Government’s rights to such data as provided in the “Rights in Data - General” clause of this contract.

H.12
INFORMATION INCIDENTAL TO CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION (ARC 52.227-98)(OCT 2004)

NASA shall have unlimited rights in information incidental to contract administration including administrative and management information created by the Contractor and specified for delivery to NASA in performance of the contract, expressly excluding financial information.  Specifically, NASA shall have the right to release such administrative and management information to any third party to satisfy NASA’s requirements.

SEVERANCE PAY (ARC 52.231-90) (JUN 2008)

In conjunction with FAR 31.205-6(g), the severance pay cost shall not exceed 40 hours pay for each year of employment per employee up to a maximum of 80 hours per eligible employee.  Severance cost eligibility computation for reimbursement shall also be limited to only the period of employment on the service contract at Ames Research Center.  In no event shall the Government reimburse the Contractor for severance cost for employees who voluntarily accept employment in place with the succeeding contractor within ninety (90) days after completion of the current contract.

The contract (or task order) Statement of Work (SOW) describes the work to be performed. The contractor shall not perform purchasing functions or act in any other way as an agent for the government.

PERFORMANCE ASSESSMENT (ARC 52.242-90) (OCT 2008)

(a) As part of the Government’s surveillance activities, a periodic performance assessment will be conducted under this contract. Information from the assessment may be provided to the contractor for corrective actions and performance improvement.  Additionally, these assessments may be considered when the government is considering exercising an option, and may be reviewed as part of the past performance evaluations for future NASA requirements and may be ascertained by other organizations requesting past performance information. 

(b) Examples of performance factors may be used by the Government include but are not limited to the following:

OVERALL MANAGEMENT

Performance in attracting, developing, and retaining professional and management staff that meet the requirements of the contract.  Contractor’s management policies and procedures (including intellectual property management, organizational conflicts of interest, management and protection of data, handling of data and export control).

QUALITY

Quality of the work performed under the contract or task order.

TIMELINESS

Timeliness of completing the contract or task order milestones and submitting deliverables.

PRICE/COST


Ability to control, adjust and accurately project contract costs (estimated contract costs, not budget or operating plan costs). Ability to control the management and administration costs for this contract. Ability to control the direct labor, indirect and overtime costs. Optimal allocation of resources, including the use of part-time personnel. Cost reductions through the use of cost savings programs, cost avoidance programs, alternate designs and process methods. Reduced purchasing costs through increased use of competition will also be assessed.

OTHER


Ability to meet the small business goals set forth in the Contractor’s subcontracting plan.  Ability to manage subcontracts in support of the contract effort.  Ability to ensure safety, and compliance with environmental impact restrictions.

(c) Periodic feedback to the Contractor will include an assessment of overall contract performance.

(End of clause)

H.16
NON-PERSONAL SERVICES

(a) As stated in the Office of Federal Procurement Policy Letter 92-1, dated September 23, 1992, Inherently Governmental Functions, no personal services shall be performed under this contract.  No Contractor employee will be directly supervised by the Government.  All individual employee assignments, and daily work direction, shall be given by the applicable employee supervisor.  If the Contractor believes any Government action or communication has been given that would create a personal services relationship between the Government and any Contractor employee, the Contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer of this communication or action.  

(b) The Contractor shall not perform any inherently governmental actions under this contract.  No Contractor employee shall hold him or herself out to be a Government employee, agent, or representative.  No Contractor employee shall state orally or in writing at any time that he or she is acting on behalf of the Government.  In all communications with third parties in connection with this contract, Contractor employees shall identify themselves as Contractor employees and specify the name of the company for which they work.  In all communications with other Government contractors in connection with this contract, the Contractor employee shall state that they have no authority to in any way change the contract and that if the other contractor believes this communication to be a direction to change their contract, they should notify the Contracting Officer for that contract and not carry out the direction until a clarification has been issued by the Contracting Officer. 

(c) The Contractor shall insure that all of its employees working on this contract are informed of the substance of this clause.  Nothing in this clause shall limit the Government’s rights in any way under any other provision of the contract, including those related to the Government’s right to inspect and accept the services to be performed under this contract.  The substance of this clause shall be included in all subcontracts at any tier.

PERSONAL IDENTITY VERIFICATION OF CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL (FAR 52.204-9)

(SEP 2007)

(a)
The Contractor shall comply with agency personal identity verification procedures identified in the contract that implement Homeland Security Presidential Directive-12 (HSPD-12), Office of Management and Budget (OMB) guidance M-05-24 and Federal Information Processing Standards Publication (FIPS PUB) Number 201. 

(b)
The Contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is required to have routine physical access to a Federally-controlled facility and/or routine access to a Federally-controlled information system. 

FIPS 201 Appendix A graphically displays the following procedure for the issuance of a PIV credential.
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Figure A-1, FIPS 201, Appendix A

The following steps describe the procedures for the NASA Personal Identity Verification Card Issuance (PCI) of a PIV credential:

Step 1:  

The Contractor’s Corporate Security Officer (CSO), Program Manager (PM), or Facility Security Officer (FSO) submits a formal letter that provides a list of contract employees (applicant) names requesting access to the NASA Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR).  In the case of a foreign national applicant, approval through the NASA Foreign National Management System (NFNMS) must be obtained for the visit or assignment before any processing for a PIV credential can take place.  Further, if the foreign national is not under a contract where a COTR has been officially designated, the foreign national will provide the information directly to their visit/assignment host, and the host sponsor will fulfill the duties of the COTR mentioned herein.  In each case, the letter shall provide notification of the contract or foreign national employee’s (hereafter the “applicant”) full name (first, middle and last), social security number (SSN) or NASA Foreign National Management System Visitor Number if the foreign national does not have a SSN, and date of birth.  If the contract employee has a current satisfactorily completed National Agency Check with Inquiries (NACI) or an equivalent or higher degree of background investigation, the letter shall indicate the type of investigation, the agency completing the investigation, and date the investigation was completed.  Also, the letter must specify the risk/sensitivity level associated with the position in which each applicant will be working (NPR 1600.1, §4.5 is germane) Further, the letter shall also acknowledge that contract employees may be denied access to NASA information or information systems based on an unsatisfactory background investigation/adjudication. .  

After reviewing the letter for completeness and concurring with the risk/sensitivity levels, the COTR/host must forward the letter to the Center Chief of Security (CCS).  The CCS shall review the OPM databases (e.g., DCII, PIP, et al.), and take appropriate steps to validate the applicant’s investigation status.  Requirements for a NACI or other investigation shall be initiated only if necessary.

Applicants who do not currently possess the required level of background investigation shall be directed to the e-QIP web site to complete the necessary background investigation forms online.  The CCS shall provide to the COTR/host information and instructions on how to access the e-QIP for each contract or foreign national employee requiring access

Step 2:
Upon acceptance of the letter/background information, the applicant will be advised that in order to complete the investigative process, he or she must appear in-person before the authorized PIV registrar and submit two forms of identity source documents in original form.  The identity source documents must come from the list of acceptable documents included in Form I-9, Employment Eligibility Verification, one which must be a Federal
 or State issued picture identification.  Fingerprints will be taken at this time.  The applicant must appear no later than the entry on duty date.  
When the applicant appears, the registrar will electronically scan the submitted documents; any document that appears invalid will be rejected by the registrar. The registrar will capture electronically both a facial image and fingerprints of the applicant. The information submitted by the applicant will be used to create or update the applicant identity record in the Identity Management System (IDMS).  

Step 3:
Upon the applicant’s completion of the investigative document, the CCS reviews the information, and resolves discrepancies with the applicant as necessary.  When the applicant has appeared in person and completed fingerprints, the package is electronically submitted to initiate the NACI.  The CCS includes a request for feedback on the NAC portion of the NACI at the time the request is submitted.

Step 4:

Prior to authorizing physical access of a contractor employee to a federally-controlled facility or access to a Federal information system, the CCS will ensure that a check has been performed with the National Crime Information Center (NCIC) and Interstate Identification Index.  In the case of a foreign national, a national check of the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement (BICE) database will be performed for each applicant. If this process yields negative information, the CCS will immediately notify the COTR/host of the determination regarding access made by the CCS.

Step 5:

Upon receipt of the completed NAC, the CCS will update IDMS from the NAC portion of the NACI and indicate the result of the suitability determination.  If an unsatisfactory suitability determination is rendered, the COTR will advise the contractor that the employee is being denied physical access to all federally-controlled facilities and Federal information systems. 

Based on a favorable NAC and NCIC/III or BICE check, the CCS will authorize the issuance of a PIV federal credential in the Physical Access Control System (PACS) database.  The CCS, based on information provided by the COTR/host, will determine what physical access the applicant should be granted once the PIV issues the credential.

Step 6:
Using the information provided by the applicant during his or her in-person appearance, the PIV card production facility creates and instantiates the approved PIV card for the applicant with an activation date commensurate with the applicant’s start date.

Step 7:

The applicant proceeds to the credential issuance facility to begin processing for receipt of his/her federal credential.

The applicant provides to the credential issuing operator proof of identity with documentation that meets the requirements of FIPS 201 (DHS Employment Eligibility Verification (Form I-9) documents.  These documents must be the same documents submitted for registration. 

The credential issuing operator will verify that the facial image, and optionally reference finger print, matches the enrollment data used to produce the card. Upon verification of identity, the operator will locate the employee’s record in the PACS database, and modify the record to indicate the PIV card has been issued. The applicant will select a PIN for use with his or her new PIV card.  Although root data is inaccessible to the operator, certain fields (hair color, eye color, et al.) may be modified to more accurately record the employee’s information.

The applicant proceeds to a kiosk or other workstation to complete activation of the PIV card using the initial PIN entered at card issuance.

ALTERNATIVE FOR APPLICANTS WHO DO NOT HAVE A COMPLETED AND ADJUDICATED NAC AT THE TIME OF ENTRANCE ON DUTY

Steps 1 through 4 shall be accomplished for all applicants in accordance with the process described above.  If the applicant is unable to appear in person until the time of entry on duty, or does not, for any other reason, have a completed and adjudicated NAC portion of the NACI at the time of entrance on duty, the following interim procedures shall apply.

1. If the documents required to submit the NACI have not been completed prior to EOD, the applicant will be instructed to complete all remaining requirements for submission of the investigation request.  This includes presentation of I-9 documents and completion of fingerprints, if not already accomplished.  If the applicant fails to complete these activities as prescribed in NPR 1600.1 (Chapters 3 & 4), it may be considered as failure to meet the conditions required for physical access to a federally-controlled facility or access to a Federal information system, and result in denial of such access.

2. Based on favorable results of the NCIC, the applicant shall be issued a temporary NASA identification card for a period not-to-exceed six months.  If at the end of the six month period the NAC results have not been returned, the agency will at that time make a determination if an additional extension will be granted for the temporary identification card.

3. Upon return of the completed NAC, the process will continue from Step 5.

(1)
The Contractor or its subcontractors must obtain physical or electronic (i.e., authentication level 2 and above as defined in National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) Special Publication (SP) 800-63, Electronic Authentication Guideline) access to NASA's computer systems, networks, or IT infrastructure; or

(2)
Information categorized as low, moderate, or high by the Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS) 199, Standards for Security Categorization of Federal Information and Information Systems is stored, generated, processed, or exchanged by NASA or on behalf of NASA by a contractor or subcontractor, regardless of whether the information resides on a NASA or a contractor/subcontractor’s information system.

(b)
IT Security Requirements.

(1)
Within 30 days after contract award, a Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer for NASA approval an IT Security Plan, Risk Assessment, and FIPS 199, Standards for Security Categorization of Federal Information and Information Systems, Assessment.   These plans and assessments, including annual updates shall be incorporated into the contract as compliance documents.

(i)
The IT system security plan shall be prepared consistent, in form and content, with NIST SP 800-18, Guide for Developing Security Plans for Federal Information Systems, and any additions/augmentations described in NASA Procedural Requirements (NPR) 2810, Security of Information Technology.  The security plan shall identify and document appropriate IT security controls consistent with the sensitivity of the information and the requirements of Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS) 200, Recommended Security Controls for Federal Information Systems.   The plan shall be reviewed and updated in accordance with NIST SP 800-26, Security Self-Assessment Guide for Information Technology Systems, and FIPS 200, on a yearly basis.

(ii)
The risk assessment shall be prepared consistent, in form and content, with NIST SP 800-30, Risk Management Guide for Information Technology Systems, and any additions/augmentations described in NPR 2810.  The risk assessment shall be updated on a yearly basis.

(iii)
The FIPS 199 assessment shall identify all information types as well as the “high water mark,” as defined in FIPS 199, of the processed, stored, or transmitted information necessary to fulfill the contractual requirements.

(2)
The Contractor shall produce contingency plans consistent, in form and content, with NIST SP 800-34, Contingency Planning Guide for Information Technology Systems, and any additions/augmentations described in NPR 2810.  The Contractor shall perform yearly “Classroom Exercises.” “Functional Exercises,” shall be coordinated with the Center CIOs and be conducted once every three years, with the first conducted within the first two years of contract award.  These exercises are defined and described in NIST SP 800-34.

(3)
The Contractor shall ensure coordination of its incident response team with the NASA Incident Response Center (NASIRC) and the NASA Security Operations Center, ensuring that incidents are reported consistent with NIST SP 800-61, Computer Security Incident Reporting Guide, and the United States Computer Emergency Readiness Team’s (US-CERT) Concept of Operations for reporting security incidents.  Specifically, any confirmed incident of a system containing NASA data or controlling NASA assets shall be reported to NASIRC within one hour that results in unauthorized access, loss or modification of NASA data, or denial of service affecting the availability of NASA data.

(4) The Contractor shall ensure that its employees, in performance of the contract, receive annual IT security training in NASA IT Security policies, procedures, computer ethics, and best practices in accordance with NPR 2810 requirements.  The Contractor may use web-based training available from NASA to meet this requirement.

(5)
The Contractor shall provide NASA, including the NASA Office of Inspector General, access to the Contractor’s and subcontractors’ facilities, installations, operations, documentation, databases, and personnel used in performance of the contract. Access shall be provided to the extent required to carry out IT security inspection, investigation, and/or audits to safeguard against threats and hazards to the integrity, availability, and confidentiality of NASA information or to the function of computer systems operated on behalf of NASA, and to preserve evidence of computer crime.  To facilitate mandatory reviews, the Contractor shall ensure appropriate compartmentalization of NASA information, stored and/or processed, either by information systems in direct support of the contract or that are incidental to the contract.

The Contractor shall ensure that system administrators who perform tasks that have a material impact on IT security and operations demonstrate knowledge appropriate to those tasks. Knowledge is demonstrated through the NASA System Administrator Security Certification Program.  A system administrator is one who provides IT services (including network services, file storage, and/or web services) to someone other than themselves and takes or assumes the responsibility for the security and administrative controls of that service.  Within 30 days after contract award, the Contractor shall provide to the Contracting Officer a list of all system administrator positions and personnel filling those positions, along with a schedule that ensures certification of all personnel within 90 days after contract award.  Additionally, the Contractor should report all personnel changes which impact system administrator positions within 5 days of the personnel change and ensure these individuals obtain System Administrator certification within 90 days after the change.

The Contractor shall ensure that NASA’s Sensitive But Unclassified (SBU) information as defined in NPR 1600.1, NASA Security Program Procedural Requirements, which includes privacy information, is encrypted in storage and transmission.

When the Contractor is located at a NASA Center or installation or is using NASA IP address space, the Contractor shall --

(i)
Submit requests for non-NASA provided external Internet connections to the Contracting Officer for approval by the Network Security Configuration Control Board (NSCCB);

(ii)
Comply with the NASA CIO metrics including patch management, operating systems and application configuration guidelines, vulnerability scanning, incident reporting, system administrator certification, and security training; and 

(iii)
Utilize the NASA Public Key Infrastructure (PKI) for all encrypted communication or non-repudiation requirements within NASA when secure email capability is required.

(c)
Physical and Logical Access Requirements.

(1)
Contractor personnel requiring access to IT systems operated by the Contractor for NASA or interconnected to a NASA network shall be screened at an appropriate level in accordance with NPR 2810 and Chapter 4, NPR 1600.1, NASA Security Program Procedural Requirements.  NASA shall provide screening, appropriate to the highest risk level, of the IT systems and information accessed, using, as a minimum, National Agency Check with Inquiries (NACI). The Contractor shall submit the required forms to the NASA Center Chief of Security (CCS) within fourteen (14) days after contract award or assignment of an individual to a position requiring screening.  The forms may be obtained from the CCS.  At the option of NASA, interim access may be granted pending completion of the required investigation and final access determination.  For Contractors who will reside on a NASA Center or installation, the security screening required for all required access (e.g., installation, facility, IT, information, etc.) is consolidated to ensure only one investigation is conducted based on the highest risk level.  Contractors not residing on a NASA installation will be screened based on their IT access risk level determination only.  See NPR 1600.1, Chapter 4.

Guidance for selecting the appropriate level of screening is based on the risk of adverse impact to NASA missions.  NASA defines three levels of risk for which screening is required (IT-1 has the highest level of risk).

(i)
IT-1 -- Individuals having privileged access or limited privileged access to systems whose misuse can cause very serious adverse impact to NASA missions.  These systems include, for example, those that can transmit commands directly modifying the behavior of spacecraft, satellites or aircraft.

(ii)
IT-2 -- Individuals having privileged access or limited privileged access to systems whose misuse can cause serious adverse impact to NASA missions.  These systems include, for example, those that can transmit commands directly modifying the behavior of payloads on spacecraft, satellites or aircraft; and those that contain the primary copy of “level 1” information whose cost to replace exceeds one million dollars.

(iii)
IT-3 -- Individuals having privileged access or limited privileged access to systems whose misuse can cause significant adverse impact to NASA missions.  These systems include, for example, those that interconnect with a NASA network in a way that exceeds access by the general public, such as bypassing firewalls; and systems operated by the Contractor for NASA whose function or information has substantial cost to replace, even if these systems are not interconnected with a NASA network.

(3)
Screening for individuals shall employ forms appropriate for the level of risk as established in Chapter 4, NPR 1600.1.

(4)
The Contractor may conduct its own screening of individuals requiring privileged access or limited privileged access provided the Contractor can demonstrate to the Contracting Officer that the procedures used by the Contractor are equivalent to NASA's personnel screening procedures for the risk level assigned for the IT position.

(5)
Subject to approval of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor may forgo screening of Contractor personnel for those individuals who have proof of a --

(i)
Current or recent national security clearances (within last three years);

(ii)
Screening conducted by NASA within the last three years that meets or exceeds the screening requirements of the IT position; or

(iii)
Screening conducted by the Contractor, within the last three years, that is equivalent to the NASA personnel screening procedures as approved by the Contracting Officer and concurred on by the CCS.

(d)
The Contracting Officer may waive the requirements of paragraphs (b) and (c)(1) through (c)(3) upon request of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall provide all relevant information requested by the Contracting Officer to support the waiver request.

(e)
The Contractor shall contact the Contracting Officer for any documents, information, or forms necessary to comply with the requirements of this clause.

(f)
At the completion of the contract, the contractor shall return all NASA information and IT resources provided to the contractor during the performance of the contract and certify that all NASA information has been purged from contractor-owned systems used in the performance of the contract.

(g)
The Contractor shall insert this clause, including this paragraph (g), in all subcontracts

(1)
Have physical or electronic access to NASA's computer systems, networks, or IT infrastructure; or

(2)
Use information systems to generate, store, process, or exchange data with NASA or on behalf of NASA, regardless of whether the data resides on a NASA or a contractor’s information system.

Subfactor 1: Technical Understanding 

The content of the Offeror's Technical Understanding subfactor proposal will provide the basis for evaluation of the Offeror's ability to meet the technical requirements of the SOW.  Offerors may recommend innovations to improve effectiveness and efficiency, where such changes would improve performance, provided they are specifically identified and a justification for the change or enhancement.  As a minimum, the Technical Understanding subfactor proposal shall address the functions and disciplines involved, skill levels, and quantity of resources required within the following items on an annual per site basis:

Reliability Centered Maintenance (RCM).  The Offeror shall provide a description of its proposed approach to fully meet the technical requirements for facilities maintenance activities, including a description of experience with RCM and recommended approach to enhance the program at this site.  Include capabilities and knowledge in performing predictive maintenance (PdM) using predictive testing and inspection (PT&I) and failure modes and effects analysis (FMEA).

The Offeror shall describe its approach, capabilities, and knowledge in performing PdM using PT&I (e.g. vibration analysis; tribology, infrared thermography; equipment leveling, balancing, and alignment techniques; electrical testing using motor circuit analysis, motor current spectrum analysis, insulation resistance, and surge testing.)

The Offeror shall describe its approach, capabilities, and knowledge in performing FMEA addressing functional failure, dominant failure modes, and failure cause and effect including root cause analysis.

The Offeror shall describe approach, capabilities, and knowledge in performing an integrated RCM program including defining functions and associated desired standards of performance, operating context, potential failure modes and consequences, predictive measures of potential failures, and suitable proactive task management to potential failures and preventive maintenance. The Offeror shall describe any innovations relating to RCM, PdM and FMEA.

Computerized Maintenance Management System (CMMS).  The Offeror shall provide a description of its proposed approach, capabilities, and knowledge to fully meet the technical requirements for facilities maintenance activities, including a discussion of its knowledge using a CMMS.  Discuss how to ensure your success in operating the Maximo CMMS, or approved alternate system at Moffett Field, to manage the maintenance program.

If an alternate CMMS system is proposed, the proposal must include how the Offeror intends to transfer existing data into the new system and assure the Government of its data retention and accuracy without disruption of services.  The Offeror shall also discuss any ancillary software used as part of the CMMS program, and describe how maintenance trends are tracked and what reports are generated for short and long term planning.

The ARC FMCS monitors and controls approximately 8100 monitoring points on 900 pieces of equipment in 90 buildings in a combination airfield and research laboratory environment.

Grounds Maintenance.  The Offeror shall provide a description of its proposed approach, capabilities, and knowledge to fully meet the technical requirements for grounds maintenance and integrated pest control services.  The Offeror shall describe its approach, capabilities and knowledge in providing landscaping and pest control services on a large complex site without negatively impacting environmentally protected species.  Include proposed approach, capabilities and knowledge in providing airfield and native landscaping.

Subfactor 2: Management Approach 

In this subfactor, the Offeror shall present its management approach, capabilities and knowledge to direct and control the operations of this contract both programmatically and on a daily basis in an efficient and cost effective manner.  Innovations to improve effectiveness and efficiency are encouraged. The Offeror shall present proposed subcontractors and teaming arrangements.

RCM Program.  The Offeror shall provide a description of its proposed management approach, capabilities, knowledge and enhancements to provide an integrated RCM program at this site.  The Offeror shall describe its approach to incorporating PdM/PT&I data and FMEA results into the RCM program.  The Offeror shall describe approach to defining functions and standards of performance, assessing potential failure modes and consequences, and providing suitable proactive task management to potential failures and on-going maintenance. The Offeror shall describe approach to integrating innovations relating to RCM.

CMMS.  The Offeror shall provide a description of its proposed management approach, capabilities, and knowledge to ensure your success in operating the Maximo CMMS, or approved alternate system to manage the maintenance services.  The Offeror shall describe approach to managing workflow processes for short and long term planning.  Access control of the CMMS shall be addressed.  The Offeror shall describe the approach to the incorporation, tracking and reporting of maintenance into maintenance planning.

CSC.  The Offeror shall provide a description of the proposed management approach, capabilities, and knowledge to the operation of a customer service center.  The Offeror shall address staffing levels, operation plan, training requirements, tracking, determination of appropriate action, and integration into the daily workflow process of the maintenance program.  Address links between the customer service center, responses or actions, maintenance planning and the CMMS as a result of Trouble Calls.

FMCS.  The Offeror shall provide a description of the proposed management approach to proposed approach, capabilities, and knowledge to operating and maintaining a Government furnished building/facility automation system over a large network.  The Offeror shall change control management of the FMCS.

Grounds Maintenance.  The Offeror shall describe proposed management approach, capabilities and knowledge in providing landscaping and pest control services on a large complex site without negatively impacting environmentally protected species.  The Offeror shall describe proposed integrated approach to landscaping and pest control services where there are many different landscaping requirements determined, in part, by environmentally protected species habitats and airfield operations.

Configuration Management and Control.  The Offeror shall describe its management approach to planning and scheduling work, and address configuration management and control.  The Offeror shall describe its proposed interfaces for interacting, distributing information, and optimizing communications and work flow processes between the Government, contract and subcontract staff, and any noteworthy relationships with other contractors, customers/tenants, or stakeholders.

Organizational Structure and Key Personnel.  The Offeror shall describe the planned organizational structure, including supervisory responsibilities, lines of authority, and relationships to corporate headquarters, and parent or affiliate corporations.  Specifically, the Offeror shall describe who will be in a position of authority over, or could impact, the technical, management or cost performance of the performing entities.  The performing entities are the entities that provide task labor, task management, and overall program management for all contract tasks.  The Offeror’s organization should reflect the functions outlined in the SOW, and should show a clear and logical delineation of responsibilities, authority, autonomy, and an indication that the contract is important to corporate headquarters.

The Offeror shall describe its authority and responsibilities vested in its Site Manager, its relationship to the next higher level of corporate or company management, and the Site Manager’s access to company or corporate resources. The instructions regarding SDB participation apply to BOTH large and small business Offerors except SDB Offerors, unless the SDB Offeror waives the price evaluation adjustment factor by completing paragraph I of FAR clause 52.219-23, Notice of Price Evaluation Adjustment for Small Disadvantaged Business Concerns in Section I of this solicitation.  The waiver, if elected, makes the particular SDB Offeror INELIGIBLE for the price evaluation factor adjustment but ELIGIBLE for the “evaluation credit” (points) associated with the SDB participation described in Section M.

*Although 15 U.S.C. 637(d) requires subcontracting plans to contain information about SDB concerns, case law prevents the Government from giving evaluation credit to business types based on race or ethnicity unless those businesses are in under represented industries.  The Section M evaluation for SDB participation ensures that the Government only evaluates participation of SDB’s in industries that are designated by the Department of Commerce as under represented.  For purposes of the Small Business Subcontracting Plan, the proposed subcontracting goal for SDB’s will be evaluated based upon the SDB’s status as a small business. 

 

(3) Offerors are encouraged to propose goals that are equivalent to or greater than those recommended by the Contracting Officer. (6) In addition to submitting a Small Business Subcontracting Plan in accordance with the Section I FAR clause 52.219-9, Alternate II, Offeror’s shall complete SMALL BUSINESS SUBCONTRACTING PLAN GOALS, which provides a breakdown of the Offeror’s proposed goals, by small business category, expressed in terms of both a percent of TOTAL CONTRACT VALUE and a percent of TOTAL PLANNED SUBCONTRACTS.  Offerors shall modify the exhibit to show the proposed subcontracting goals for the basic contract requirement and each option separately.

The Offeror proposes small business subcontracting goals as a percentage of contract value in column A.

Then based on the $100 million contract value, the resulting statement of dollars that the Offeror would include in the Subcontracting Plan, as required by paragraph (d)(2) of FAR clause 52.219-9, would be as indicated in column B.  However, the Small Business Subcontracting Plan shall also express goals as a percent of total planned subcontracts. The information below is only requested to the extent that it pertains to SDBs in the authorized NAICS Industry Subsectors.  Each Offeror shall:

(1) Provide rationale to substantiate the proposed targets for SDB participation.

(2) Briefly describe work that will be performed by SDB subcontractor(s).  Identify any work considered “high technology”.  If the subcontractor(s) is known, tie the work to the subcontractor and ensure consistency with H.7, Small Disadvantaged Business Participation - Contract Targets (Offeror Fill In).  Additionally, specify the extent of commitment to use the subcontractor(s) (enforceable vs. non-enforceable commitments).

(3) If appropriate, discuss any plans to phase in contracting to SDB concerns explaining the rationale for the phase-in plan.

(4) Provide the Offeror’s record of past participation of SDB concerns in subcontracts and the type of work subcontracted such as production, engineering services, research, development, etc. over the past three full government fiscal years.  Copies of Summary Subcontracting Reports and Individual Subcontracting Reports (on relevant contracts) used to meet Federal reporting requirements can be part of the supporting information submitted.

(6) Identify, by contract number and contracting agency, any SDB subcontracting incentives earned under any Government contract(s) in the last three years.  If incentives were available, but not earned, so state.
Subfactor 4: Safety and Health Plan and Environmental Protection Summary 
(a) Safety and Health Plan.  The Offeror shall submit a detailed safety and health plan per NFS 1852.223-73.  Identify potential safety and health risks and plans for mitigating such risks, including hazardous material management (see NPR 8715.3, NASA Safety Manual, Appendices).  The approach for complying with all applicable NASA polices and procedures relative to safety and occupational health, NASA Policy Guide (NPG) 8715.1 “NASA Safety and Health Handbook, Occupational Safety and Health Programs”, and NPG 8715.3 “NASA Safety Manual” and Ames Procedures and Guidelines (APG) 1700.1 "Ames Health and Safety Manual" shall be discussed. 

In addition to the requirements specified in NFS 1852.223-73, the safety and health plan must also address the safety and occupational health for subcontractor employees for any proposed subcontract whose value is expected to exceed $500,000.

A final detailed safety and health plan will be required from the successful Offeror 60 calendar days after the start of the base period.  The plan will demonstrate how the Contractor intends to protect the life, health, and well being of NASA and Contractor employees as well as property and equipment.  This plan, as approved by the Contracting Officer, will be included in any resulting contract.

All Offerors shall submit an initial safety and health plan, as part of the Offeror’s proposal, with a discussion showing how the Contractor intends to protect the life, health, and well being of NASA and contractor employees as well as property and equipment.

Safety items to be covered in the plan shall include those listed below.  Additional items should be included, if appropriate.

Statement of the policy and program goals concerning safety and health.

Safety and health program management structure.  The plan shall clearly define safety assignments and specific safety roles to individuals by name and title.

Safety management program elements.  The plan shall cover techniques for achieving program goals and shall include:

1. Means of identifying and correcting hazards.

2. Methods to ensure that appropriate warnings for potential hazards are included in operations and procedures.

3. Means for ensuring that every employee understands how to recognize hazards and how to avoid having accidents.

4. Describe how employees will receive the skills necessary to perform their jobs safely.

5. Safety controls over the procurement, storage, and use of hazardous substances and procedures for disposal of hazardous waste.

6. Controls for special hazards such as power-actuated hand tools, high-pressure devices, etc.

7. Method of making sure that emergency plans and procedures are current and sufficient (i.e., for Center-wide emergency).

8. Method for reporting and investigating accidents and incidents (mishaps).

9. Provisions for safety and health services such as industrial hygiene monitoring, analyses, etc.

Means of program evaluation.  The plan shall set forth duties, methods, and frequency for internal evaluation of the safety and health program.  The plan shall also identify who performs evaluations and to whom evaluations are reported as well as who approves corrective action.

Schedule of the frequency and documentation requirements for inspections, plan and procedure reviews, certifications, etc. for the safety and health program.  Items on this schedule should relate to the items in (3) and (4) above.

Provisions for a change in plan.  The plan shall describe method of approval of alterations in the Safety and Health Plan.

(b)
Environmental Protection Summary. In order to demonstrate an understanding of the Federal, State, and local environmental laws and regulations, the Offeror shall submit an Environmental Protection Summary addressing the environmental protection measures needed in performing the facilities maintenance contract.  The summary shall include information on how the Contractor will establish and maintain internal controls encompassing management and functional responsibilities. Items to be covered shall include those listed below.  

Statement of the policy and program goals concerning environmental protection.

Environmental management program elements.  The summary shall cover techniques for compliance with environmental protection requirements including, but not limited to, the following areas:

Hazardous Waste Generation (APG 8800.3, Chapter 4, Hazardous Waste Management):  Various materials may be procured which will result in the generation of hazardous wastes.  These hazardous wastes are defined by the California Department of Toxic Substances Control and U.S. Environmental Protection Agency regulations.  The Contracting Officer will furnish specific waste management procedures prior to start of work.  The Contractor is responsible for coordinating all hazardous waste generation activities with Code JFP, who shall arrange for transport and disposal of all hazardous waste off ARC property through Code QE, the Environmental Services Office.

Hazardous Material Reporting (APG 8800.3, Chapter 3, Hazardous Materials Management):  When the Contractor brings any hazardous materials on-site (hazardous as defined under the latest revision of the APG 8800.3 chapter referenced), the Contractor shall immediately add these items to the web-based hazardous material inventory maintained by the Environmental Services Office.  A copy of the Material Safety Data Sheet shall be kept in an area readily accessible to those working with the hazardous material.

Pollution Prevention (APG 8800.3, Chapter 2, Pollution Prevention, NPG 8820.1 Pollution Prevention Program, and NPG 8830.1 Affirmative Procurement Plan for Environmentally Preferable Products):  The Contractor shall implement pollution prevention and affirmative procurement in day-to-day activities, except where manufacturer specifications dictate otherwise.  The Contractor shall actively implement the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, the Pollution Prevention Act, and other Federal laws and regulations, Executive Orders, and state laws and regulations to purchase products with recovered material content, reduce hazardous materials usage, reduce hazardous and solid waste generation, conserve energy, and preserve natural resources at ARC.

Storm Water Pollution Prevention (APG 8800.3, Chapter 12, Storm Water Management):  The Contractor shall comply with the Santa Clara County general permit for storm water discharges and all other applicable National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permit requirements.

Air Quality (APG 8800.3, Chapter 8, Air Quality): For all equipment that emits air pollution, the Contractor shall comply with the Bay Area Air Management District (BAAQMD) regulations and the requirements of any existing air permits (provided by the Government), including permit conditions.  Air permits and permit conditions specify required actions for each air pollution source (i.e., mandatory log of operating hours for the N267 tub grinder).

Natural Resources (APG 8800.3, Chapter 21, Endangered and Threatened Species and Chapter 25, Burrowing Owl Management):  The Contractor shall take actions to minimize the impact of its operations on the natural resources and wildlife habitat including native plant species and water/soil conditions at Ames.  Provisions shall be made for protection of wildlife, especially endangered, threatened, and species of special concern, during landscaping operations.

Other Laws and Regulations:  Nothing contained in this clause shall relieve the Contractor from complying with applicable Federal, State, and local laws, codes, ordinances, and regulations (including the obtaining of licenses and permits) in connection with hazardous materials, hazardous waste, pollution prevention, storm water management, and natural resources protection; or with other clauses regarding hazardous materials, hazardous waste, pollution prevention, storm water management, and natural resources protection which may be contained in the contract.

The Environmental Protection Summary shall discuss the control of environmental pollution, goals for solid waste prevention, recycling, and the handling of CFC and HCFC materials. 

END OF MISSION SUITABILITY (Volume I)

Past Performance Proposal (Volume II)
NASA Ames Research Center is emphasizing Past Performance as a source selection factor.  The goal of this area is to obtain information regarding the Offeror's and Major Subcontractors’ Past Performance specifically in the areas of technical performance and contract management. A list of all contracts and subcontracts completed during the past three years and all contracts and subcontracts currently in process, similar in size, content, and complexity to this requirement.  Contracts listed may include those entered into by the Federal Government, agencies of state and local governments, and commercial customers.  Offerors that are newly formed entities without prior contracts should list contracts and subcontracts as required above.  Include the following information for each contract and subcontract:

· Name of contracting activity

· Contract number

· Contract type

· Total Contract Value

· Annualized Contract Value

· Performance Period (including any options)

· Brief description of work performed

· Contracting Officer and telephone

· Program/Project Manager and telephone (if applicable)

· Administrative Contracting Officer (or COTR) and telephone number (if applicable)

· List of major subcontractors

For each of the contract/subcontracts listed above, briefly describe how the effort performed demonstrates your capabilities to perform this requirement.  The Offeror may provide information on problems encountered on the contracts and subcontracts identified and corrective actions taken to resolve those problems.  Identify any Terminations for Defaults and any safety or environmental violations.

The Offeror may describe any quality awards or certifications that indicate the Offeror possesses a high-quality process for developing and providing the service required.  Such awards or certifications include, for example, the Malcolm Baldrige Quality Award, other Government quality awards, and private sector awards or certifications.  Identify what segment of the company (one division or the entire company) that received the award or certification.  Describe when the award or certification was received.  If the award or certification is over three years old, present evidence that the qualifications still apply.

The Client Authorization Letter with Past Performance Questionnaire included as Attachment J-L2 in Section J, will be used to collect this information.  Please send this form to all of your procurement and technical managers for all your past and current Government and commercial contracts listed as references.  References other than those identified by the Offeror may be contacted by the Government with the information received used in the evaluation of the Offeror’s past performance.  Past Performance Questionnaires are due no later than TBD and should be sent directly to the Contracting Officer, Carol A. List the date of the most recent Government reviews of your management systems (i.e., procurement, accounting, property, estimating).  Data should identify the type of review, including the results of the review, the cognizant Government agency making the review, systems approvals (if any), and the latest date of system approval.

Identify any Labor Unions having Collective Bargaining Agreements (CBA) with your company covering classes of employees proposed for this requirement. Sample Proposal Cover Sheet JA038:  A separate JA038 is required for each portion of the proposal (FFP, IDIQ, CPFF). Price information is required for each JA038. FFP WORK – SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONS

The Fixed Price Pricing Schedule (FPPS) is the itemized unit and extended prices for the FFP work.  Therefore, the total of the FPPS in Section J-B must equal the FFP total in the Pricing Schedule Summary (PSS) located in Section J-B.  Offeror shall enter unit and total prices for contract line items for each contract year on the Pricing Schedules in Section J-B.  If there is a difference between a unit price and the extended total amount, the unit price will be held to be the intended price and the total FFP amount will be calculated accordingly.  If the Offeror includes a total amount for a line item but fails to include a unit price, the total amount divided by the quantity will be held to be the intended unit price.  Your unit and extended prices will be evaluated for price reasonableness.  The majority, if not all, of the FFP work listed in the FPPS is covered under the SCA.  However, the Contractor shall determine which “Act” the item falls under based upon such factors as:  1) type of crafts involved; 2) time to perform the work; 3) cost of the work; and 4) workforce used to perform the work activity.  The Contractor shall bid a unit cost accordingly.  See Section J-1 for Davis Bacon Act (DBA) and Service Contract Act (SCA) wage determinations and the existing Collective Bargaining Agreement.  RESPONDENTS TO THIS RFP MUST SUBMIT A COMPLETE FPPS WITH PROPOSAL.  The total dollar value for the FFP work shown in the Pricing Schedule must equal the total dollar value for the FPPS for each contract year.  These totals are also to be listed in Section J-B.

IDIQ WORK – SPECIFIC INSTRUCTION

The minimum and maximum amount of IDIQ work the Government may order for the base period and option period is listed in Section I.6, clause 52.216-19, Order Limitations.

The Offeror shall provide its proposed fully burdened rates, for each year of the period of performance, for each labor category listed in the Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity Pricing Schedule (IDIQPS).  The fully burdened rates in the IDIQPS shall be used in pricing IDIQ task orders issued under this contract.  The Offeror shall multiply the fully burdened rates in the IDIQPS against the Sample Hours matrix provided by the Government to form the price for the Government Pricing Model.

Phase-in costs associated with the phase-in period and transition from the current contract requirements and staffing levels to those anticipated to fulfill the requirements of this RFP should include the cost of administration, relocation, employee sign-on, training, retraining, and any other costs associated with the phase-in plan.  Phase-in costs should be fully explained and related to the phase-in plan included in the Offeror’s Mission Suitability Proposal.  Exhibit 2 is similar to Exhibit 1 except that Major Subcontractors ($650,000 or more over the life of the contract) are broken out from the prime contractor’s costs. 

Exhibit 3: Summary of Elements of Cost:.  This exhibit summarizes the elements of costs (excluding fee) by contract year for the various periods in the contract (basic and options) . EVALUATION APPROACH 

(a)  General.  The contract award will be based on the evaluation of three factors:  Mission Suitability (Volume I), Past Performance (Volume II), and Cost/Price (Volume III).

(1)  This provision is intended to explain the rationale and precise criteria by which proposals will be assessed by the evaluation team.  Offerors are to prepare proposals with these criteria in mind (i.e., in terms of both content and organization), in order to assist the team in determining the relative merit of proposals in relation to the requirements as defined in Section C. 

(2)  The Government may award a contract based solely on the initial offers received, without discussion of such offers.  Accordingly, each Offeror shall submit its initial proposal to the Government using the most favorable terms from a price and technical standpoint.

(3)  Proposals will be evaluated in accordance with the requirements of FAR Subpart 15.3, “Source Selection,” as supplemented by NFS Subpart 1815.3, “Source Selection.”  Offerors must recognize that the initial evaluation of proposals and the determination of the competitive range, if any, will be made upon a review of the proposals only, plus some independent investigations that may be made with regard to Past Performance.  Discussions will be held only if award on the basis of initial offers is determined not to be in the Government’s best interest.  If written or oral discussions are conducted, the Government will seek revised proposals from Offerors within the competitive range.

(4)  At the conclusion of discussions (if applicable), as stipulated in FAR 15.307, a Final Proposal Revision (FPR) will be requested from all Offerors still within the competitive range.  The FPR shall be submitted in the form of a contractual document (including revisions to the original proposal) that has been executed by an individual with the authority to bind the Offeror.  Selection will be made in accordance with the evaluation criteria herein.  Contract award may be made without subsequent discussions or negotiation.

(5)  The Source Evaluation Board (SEB) will present its findings to the Source Selection Authority (SSA).  The SSA’s decision shall be based on a comparative assessment of proposals against all source selection criteria in the solicitation.  While the SSA may use reports and analyses prepared by others, the source selection decision shall represent the SSA's independent judgment.  The Government intends to award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible Offeror whose proposal represents the best value after evaluation in accordance with the criteria set forth in the solicitation.
(b)  Evaluation Factors.  There are three evaluation factors for this procurement:  Mission Suitability, Past Performance, and Cost/Price.  A general definition of these factors may be found at NFS 1815.304, “Evaluation factors and significant subfactors.”  Specific information regarding each factor is provided below:

(1)  Mission Suitability Factor.  The Mission Suitability factor indicates, for each Offeror, the merit or excellence of the work to be performed and the ability of the Offeror to accomplish what is offered, or the product to be delivered.  The Mission Suitability Factor will be rated by numerically score and the Mission Suitability Subfactors will be rated by adjective and numerically weighted and scored in accordance with NFS 1815.305(a)(3), "Technical Evaluation," and the following table:

Overall, the Offeror’s Mission Suitability proposal will be evaluated based on the Offeror’s ability to fulfill the technical requirements while meeting quality, schedule, and safety requirements.  The compatibility between the proposed technical approach and proposed total compensation to accomplish the work will be an important consideration in the evaluation of this factor.  
(2)  Past Performance Factor.  This factor indicates the relevant quantitative and qualitative

aspects of each Offeror's record of performing services or delivering products similar in size, content, and complexity to the requirements of the current acquisition. This factor provides an opportunity to evaluate the quality of goods and services provided by the Offerors to the agency and other organizations as either a prime or subcontractor.

The Past Performance evaluation assesses the contractor's performance under previously awarded contracts. The past performance evaluation is an assessment of the Government’s level of confidence in the Offeror’s ability to perform the solicitation requirements. The past performance evaluation shall be in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2) and 1815.305(a)(2). When applying the definitions below to arrive at a confidence rating, the SEB’s evaluation shall clearly document each Offeror’s relevant past performance and the currency of the past performance to assess the Offeror’s overall confidence rating assigned. Past Performance shall be evaluated for each Offeror using the following levels of confidence ratings:

Mission Suitability Factor (Volume I) The Offeror's Mission Suitability proposal will be evaluated based on the Offeror's ability to fulfill the technical requirements while meeting quality, schedule, and safety requirements and the Offeror’s management and business approaches.  The compatibility between the proposed technical and management approaches, and the overall resources proposed to accomplish the work will be an important consideration in the evaluation of this factor.  In addition, proposal risk will be evaluated with respect to cost, performance, technical approach, and management approach. The Mission Suitability Factor will be numerically scored and the Mission Suitability Subfactors will be rated by adjective and numerically weighted and scored.  Information submitted in Volume I of the proposal that is not relevant to the Mission Suitability factor will not be evaluated, except that if the SEB determines that a proposal does not adequately demonstrate that the Offeror will be able to perform the work with the resources proposed, the SEB may determine this to be a mission suitability weakness as well as require an adjustment for probable cost.  This integration between mission suitability findings and probable cost adjustments is critical to accomplishing cost realism.

The Offerors will be evaluated and scored based on the Mission Suitability subfactors set forth below.  (Note: the following outline should not be construed as an indication of the order of importance or relative weighting within individual elements of the Mission Suitability subfactors as there are no discrete point values to any of the elements.)

The Mission Suitability proposal will be evaluated based on completeness with respect to the elements listed in Section L, the degree of understanding of the functions and tasks to be performed and the different crafts involved, and how these crafts are to be applied to current and future NASA Ames Research Center facilities supported by this contract.  Simply restating the SOW will be unacceptable. The narrative evaluation will be based on the following:

Subfactor 1:  Technical Understanding 

The Government will evaluate the technical understanding as described in the proposed approach, capabilities, knowledge and innovations to determine the Offeror’s ability to meet or exceed the technical requirements of the SOW.

Reliability Centered Maintenance (RCM).  Emphasis will be placed on a comprehensive, successful RCM program that includes a mix of preventive, predictive, reactive, and proactive maintenance practices.  The proposal will be evaluated on the Offeror’s years of knowledge implementing RCM methodologies, examples of programs implemented, Finds (number, type, trends, consequences), proactive tasks or solutions to address finds and the return on investment of successful programs.

The description will be evaluated based on the approach, capabilities, and knowledge in performing PdM using PT&I technologies.  Emphasis will be placed on the number of points monitored, types of equipment and systems monitored, types of test performed, types of systems inspected, and specific type of monitoring equipment used.  Some examples are listed in L.12(c)(1)(i)(A) and other analyses that predict or prevent failures will be emphasized.

The description will be evaluated based on the approach, capabilities, and knowledge in performing PdM using FMEA addressing function or operational context, functional failure modes, dominant failure modes, failure cause and effect including root cause analysis, and proactive preventive actions.

The description will be evaluated based on proposed approach, capabilities, knowledge and innovations relating to RCM using PM and PdM practices incorporating PT&I and FMEA findings and actions.  A greater emphasis will be placed on relevance of innovations that apply to facilities maintenance operations, developing proactive key performance indicators, identifying key maintenance and reliability metrics, interpreting data and communicating outcomes to the Government, and integrating the results into the overall maintenance program.

Computerized Maintenance Management System (CMMS).  The description will be evaluated based on knowledge using a CMMS, the types of modules implemented, number of work orders processed, quantity of equipment maintained in the database, and the types of reports generated.  Emphasis will be placed on the use of the Maximo CMMS, or approved alternate system at Moffett Field, to manage the maintenance program.  Emphasis will also be placed on the Offeror’s ability to effectively utilize the CMMS data for trending and workflow planning.  Particular regard will be given to interoperability between RCM PM, PT&I, and CMMS databases.

If an alternate CMMS system is proposed, the system will be evaluated on functionality, ease of use from multiple platforms and locations, and its data retention and accuracy without disruption of services.  Ancillary software will also be evaluated against the same criteria as stated above.

Customer Service Center (CSC).  The description will be evaluated based on approach to the technical support for facilities maintenance activities, including a discussion of the Offeror’s knowledge in setting up a customer service center to handle all trouble calls and customer inquiries concerning maintenance issues.  Emphasis will be placed on the quantity and type of service calls handled, staffing levels, operation plan, training requirements, and the integration of this support function into the daily workflow process.

Facility Management Control System (FMCS).  The description will be evaluated based on approach to the technical support for facilities maintenance activities, including a discussion of its knowledge in operating and maintaining a Government furnished facility automation system over a large network.  Emphasis will be placed on the number of monitoring points, number and types of equipment monitored, the type of monitoring systems used, and the integration of this support function into the daily workflow process.

Grounds Maintenance.  The description will be evaluated based on approach to the technical support for facilities maintenance activities, including a discussion of its knowledge in to fully meet the technical requirements for grounds maintenance and integrated pest control services.  Emphasis will be placed on providing landscaping and pest control services on a large complex site without negatively impacting environmentally protected species, airfield and native landscaping.

Subfactor 2:  Management Approach 

The management plan will be evaluated on the Offeror’s ability to fully meet the requirements of the SOW including its management approach to planning and scheduling work, configuration management and control.  The management plan should describe how work will be accomplished in a timely, efficient, and cost effective manner.  Emphasis will be placed on performance metrics that will be used to measure and report performance to the Government.  Emphasis will be placed on the management of processes that establish, monitor and improve workflow scheduling and resource allocation.  Emphasis will be placed on proposals that include efficient automated or electronic processes where appropriate.  Subcontractors and teaming arrangements proposed will be evaluated on the reasonableness of the proposed approach and the plan for managing an integrated, efficient and effective team.

RCM Program.  This subfactor will be used to evaluate the Offeror’s proposed management approach, capabilities, knowledge and innovations to determine the Offeror’s ability to direct and control the operations of this contract both programmatically and on a day-to-day basis in an efficient and cost effective manner.  The description will be evaluated based on proposed management approach to provide an integrated RCM program incorporating PM and PdM/PT&I data and FMEA results.  Emphasis will be placed on plans that analyze data/results and incorporate them into the maintenance program.

CMMS.  This subfactor will be used to evaluate the Offeror’s proposed management approach to implementing and operating the CMMS to manage maintenance services.  Emphasis will be placed on approach to managing workflow processes for short and long term planning, access control and incorporation, tracking and reporting into maintenance planning.

CSC.  This subfactor will be used to evaluate the Offeror’s proposed management approach to operating a customer service center.  Emphasis will be placed on staffing levels, operation planning, training, tracking, action planning, and integration of workflow.  Emphasis will be placed on the links between the customer service center, responses or actions, maintenance planning and the CMMS as a result of Trouble Calls.

FMCS.  This subfactor will be used to evaluate the Offeror’s proposed management to operating and maintaining a Government furnished building/facility automation system over a large network.  Emphasis will be placed on approach to the management of the FMCS and comparable knowledge in relation to site size, number of buildings and number of monitoring points.

Grounds Maintenance.  This subfactor will be used to evaluate the Offeror’s proposed management to providing landscaping and pest control services on a large complex site without negatively impacting environmentally protected species and their habitats.  Emphasis will be placed on an integrated management approach covering different landscaping requirements including work on an active airfield.

Configuration Management and Control.  The subfactor will be used to evaluate the Offeror’s proposed management approach to planning and scheduling work, addressing configuration management and control, interfaces for interaction and distribution of information, and optimizing communications and work flow processes between the Government, contract and subcontract staff, and any noteworthy relationships with other contractors, customers/tenants, or stakeholders.  Emphasis will be placed on innovative approaches to improve productivity, efficiency, and cost benefit.

Organizational Structure and Key Personnel.  Emphasis will be placed on the Offeror’s planned organizational structure, including supervisory responsibilities, lines of authority, and relationships to corporate headquarters, parent or affiliate corporations.  Emphasis will be placed on proposals that provide a chart and describe lines and levels of authority that impact the technical, management or cost performance. Consideration will be given to whether the Offeror’s proposed organization reflects the functional areas outlined in the SOW, that there is a clear and logical delineation of responsibilities and authority, and an indication that the contract is important to corporate headquarters.

Emphasis will be placed on the authority and responsibilities vested in the Site Manager, the manager’s relationship to the next higher level of corporate or company management, and the manager’s access to company or corporate resources.  Emphasis will be placed on the Site Manager’s ability to acquire corporate resources as needed and their ability to make decisions to meet the requirements of the SOW.

Emphasis will be placed on the Offeror's rationale for the positions designated as “key”, the appropriateness of the duties to be executed in these positions, educational qualifications, professional certifications and affiliations, relevant knowledge and past performance of individuals filling key positions.  Resumes and reference checks of these key people and the Offeror’s evidence of past working relationships and ability to retain key personnel will be evaluated.

Phase-In Plan.  The Offeror's Phase-In plan will be evaluated on ability to ensure efficient continuation of contract tasks during contract turnover.  Emphasis will be placed on procedures and responsibilities for personnel, materials and equipment proposed, and the Offeror’s description of the investments in this contract and how it will benefit the Government.

Staffing, Recruitment, Retention and Training.  Emphasis will be placed on aspects of the Offeror's staffing plan that includes hiring procedures, retention strategies, skill mix, levels of expertise and qualifications required for positions other than key positions, distribution and effective use of the work force, hiring plans and recruiting methods, plans for implementing an on-going training program, percentage of employees from the incumbent contractor whom the Offeror expects to retain, and a record of recruiting and retention success for similar contracts.

Professional Compensation Plan.  The Offeror shall describe its Professional Compensation Plan.  The Offeror shall provide details of its compensation plans for professional employees proposed to perform the SOW; including any teaming partners and subcontractors.  Include salaries, hourly rates, and a detailed description of Fringe Benefits.  Itemize the benefits that require employee contributions and the amount of the contribution as a percentage of the total cost of the benefit and the employee's salary or wage.  Describe policies and procedures for establishing salaries or wages for any retained incumbent contractor employees and any eligibility and vesting requirements relative to fringe benefits (e.g., vacation, medical, insurance, sick leave and retirement).  Detail and provide a copy of the Offeror's policies and procedures relative to uncompensated overtime and the historical basis for any uncompensated overtime proposed.  The rationale and methodology used to estimate the uncompensated overtime (if any) for the Offeror and its subcontractors shall be addressed.  The effect of the uncompensated overtime on the effective hourly rate for all Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA)-exempt employees shall be included.  The Offeror's compensation plan shall also address the information required by FAR 52.222-46 contained at L.6 of this RFP.

The Offeror will be evaluated on the suitability of the proposed compensation structure to assure that highly qualified professional employees are attracted to the effort and their continued interest and employment are likely to occur.  Emphasis will be placed on the suitability of the total compensation proposed (both salaries and fringe benefits).  The Government will evaluate the proposed policies and procedures for establishing salaries or wages for any retained incumbent contractor employees and any eligibility and vesting requirements relative to fringe benefits (e.g. vacation, medical, insurance, sick leave and retirement).  A risk assessment will be performed for any proposal that contains unrealistically low labor rates or uses a high level of uncompensated overtime including such factors as: number of hours the Offeror customarily works compared to local industry norms, turnover rates, whether the employees share in the firms profits, duration of the proposed uncompensated overtime, whether the Offeror uses the same level of uncompensated overtime in its non-Government business, the potential for decline in performance, and impact on response time to unusual or emergency work requirements  The Total Compensation Plan will also be evaluated to assure that such compensation reflects a sound management approach and an understanding of the requirements to be performed. The Government will evaluate the elements of the Offeror's compensation plan that have been proposed in response to FAR 52.222-46, which is contained at L.6 of this RFP. 

Organizational Conflicts of Interest Avoidance Plan.  The Offeror’s Organizational Conflict of Interest Avoidance Plan will be evaluated for a complete and comprehensive response to ensuring compliance with, and assurances that, all safeguards are in place to maintain control, handling, and non-disclosure of sensitive data in conformance with contract requirements.  Specifically, the Plan will be evaluated to ensure it addresses all the requirements identified in Section H, paragraph H.2, Organizational Conflicts of Interest, and Limitation on Future Contracting, and Section I, paragraph I.1, NFS 1852.237-72, Access to Sensitive Information relative to the Offeror’s understanding and proposed methodology for implementation of the above contract requirements. 

Subfactor 3:  Small Business and Small Disadvantaged Business Participation

The evaluation of Small Business Subcontracting applies to all Offerors.  Although small business concerns are not required to submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan as required by FAR clause 52.219-9, Small Business Subcontracting Plan and its Alternate II, NASA will evaluate small business subcontractor participation to the extent that subcontracting opportunities exist.  

The evaluation of SDB participation applies to all Offerors except SDB Offerors unless the SDB Offeror has waived the price evaluation adjustment factor by completing paragraph (c) of FAR clause 52.219-23.  The waiver, if elected, makes the particular SDB Offeror INELIGIBLE for the price evaluation factor adjustment but ELIGIBLE for the “evaluation credit” (points) associated with the SDB participation described in Section M.

1.  Small Business Subcontracting Plan:

The Small Business Subcontracting Plan will be evaluated in terms of the Offeror’s proposed subcontracting goals (overall subcontracting goals and individual subcontracting goals by category) in comparison to the Contracting Officers assessment of the appropriate subcontracting goals for this procurement.  The Small Business Subcontracting Plan will also be evaluated in terms of the reasonableness and soundness of the Offeror's independent assessment to achieve the proposed overall subcontracting goals and the individual subcontracting goals by category.  The evaluation will include the reasonableness of rationale for any goal that is less than the Contracting Officer’s recommended goal for any category, the reasonableness of efforts made to establish a goal for that category, as well as on-going efforts, if any, the Offeror plans during performance to increase participation in that category.  This evaluation of the Small Business Subcontracting Plan will be on the basis of total contract value.  The Small Business Subcontracting Plan will also be evaluated in terms of meeting the requirements of FAR 19.704 Subcontracting Plan Requirements.

Additionally, NASA will evaluate:  

· The reasonableness and quality of the rationale provided to substantiate the proposed goals in the Small Business Subcontracting Plan.  

· The reasonableness and quality of the rationale specific to work that will be performed by the small business subcontractor(s).  NASA will also evaluate the extent to which SB concerns are specifically identified and the extent of commitment to use SB firms (for example, enforceable commitments vs. non-enforceable commitments.)   

· The quality of Offeror’s past performance in small business utilization as an indicator of commitment to utilize small business concerns.

· The reasonableness and quality of information demonstrating the extent of commitment to utilize small business concerns and to support their development.

Small Businesses are not required to submit a Subcontracting Plan.  
A proposal will not be rejected solely on the basis of an Offeror proposing subcontracting goals that are less than those listed in Section L.9.(a) D1, "Small Business Subcontracting Plan"; however, if the proposed goals are less than the NASA stipulated goals, an explanation must be provided and will be evaluated.

2.  Other:

a. For large businesses, NASA will evaluate the reasonableness of the following:

· Rationale to substantiate the proposed goals in the Small Business Subcontracting Plan

· If appropriate, plans to allocate contracting to Small Business concerns and rationale for the phase-in plan.

b. For small businesses, NASA will evaluate the reasonableness of the following:

· Rationale to substantiate the anticipated subcontracting.  

3.  SDB Participation – Contract Targets:

Separately from Small Business Subcontracting, NASA will evaluate SDB Participation.  

This evaluation applies to both large businesses and small businesses.

NASA will evaluate the reasonableness of proposed target SDB participation in the approved NAICS Industry Subsectors against contract value.  

NAICS code 561210 – Facility Support Services with a size standard of $35.5M.

4.  SDB Participation – Other:

Additionally, NASA will evaluate other information as follows.  The information below will only be evaluated to the extent that it pertains to SDBs in the authorized NAICS Industry Subsectors.    

This evaluation applies to both large businesses and small businesses.

NASA will evaluate the reasonableness of the following:

· Rationale to substantiate the proposed targets for SDB participation.

· The Offeror’s established or planned procedures and organizational structure for SDB outreach, assistance, counseling, market research and SDB identification, and relevant purchasing procedures. For large business Offerors, this information should conform to its submitted Small Business Subcontracting Plan.  

Subfactor 4:  Safety and Health Plan & Environmental Protection Summary 

Safety and Health Plan

This subfactor will be used to evaluate the Offeror’s understanding of potential safety and health hazards and plans for mitigating such hazards.  In addition, the Offeror’s proposed Safety and Health plan will be evaluated for compliance with applicable Federal, State, and local statutory and regulatory requirements, as well as compliance with applicable NASA Agency-wide and Installation specific policies and/or procedures.

Environmental Protection Summary 

Emphasis will be placed on a demonstration of the Offeror’s understanding of the environmental issues involved with performing the duties of this contract.  The Offeror’s environmental protection summary shall describe plans for minimizing environmental impacts and will be evaluated for compliance with applicable Federal, State, and local statutory and regulatory requirements, as well as compliance with applicable NASA Agency-wide and Installation specific policies and/or procedures.

END OF MISSION SUITABILITY (VOLUME I)

Past Performance (Volume II)

By acquiring and reviewing information from a variety of sources, the Government will evaluate each Offeror’s suitability to fulfill the requirements of this contract.  The Government will evaluate the currency and relevancy of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in performance of the Offeror and major subcontractors.  Specifically, the Government will evaluate information on past and current performance regarding relevant technical performance and contract management.

Emphasis will be placed on an Offeror’s work that is comparable in contract size, type, content, and complexity to this requirement.  In addition to reviewing the Offeror’s submission, the Source Evaluation Board (SEB) reserves the right to collect information on past performance from other sources.  Sources could include, but are not limited to other NASA personnel, other Government agencies, or commercial references, for obtaining information on the quality of work or services provided by the Offeror performed as a prime or as a subcontractor.  This factor is not numerically scored but will be assigned an adjectival rating by the SEB.
Each Offeror will be evaluated on performance under existing and prior contracts for similar services.  Performance information will be used for both responsibility determinations and as an evaluation factor against which Offerors’ relative rankings will be compared to assure best value to the Government.  The Government will focus on information that demonstrates quality of performance relative to the contract size, type, content, and complexity of the procurement under consideration.
The Offeror will be evaluated on relevancy of Labor Union written grievances, claims, and/or arbitrations against the Offeror with emphasis placed on the number of written grievances, claims, and/or arbitrations filed, the outcome of the grievances, claims, and/or arbitrations, how it was resolved, and trends of incidences.

The Offeror will be evaluated on the quality and quantity of specific technical and management knowledge directly applicable to this requirement and the degree to which the Offeror satisfied the requirements of the previous contracts and honoring professional commitments.

Information utilized will be obtained from the references listed in the proposal, responses to the Past Performance Questionnaire (See Attachment J-L2, Section J), other customers known to the Government, consumer protection organizations, and others who may have useful and relevant information.
Evaluation of past performance is subjective, based on consideration of all relevant facts and circumstances.  It will include a determination of the Offeror’s commitment to customer satisfaction and will include conclusions of informed judgment.  However, the basis for conclusions of judgment will be documented.
Award may be made from the initial offers without discussions with Offerors.  However, if discussions are held, Offerors will be given an opportunity to address unfavorable reports of past performance if the Offeror has not had a previous opportunity to review the rating.  Recent contracts will be examined to ensure that corrective measures have been implemented.  Prompt corrective action in isolated instances may not outweigh overall negative trends.
If an Offeror does not have a past performance history relating to this solicitation, the corporate officers’ past performance history relating to this requirement shall be provided and will be evaluated.  If the corporate officers’ have no relevant knowledge pertaining to this requirement, the Offeror will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably and will be given a neutral level of assessment on this factor.
The Committee will perform similar evaluation for each major subcontractor proposed.
An assessment of the overall risk to successful accomplishment of the requirements of this contract, based on past performance and knowledge of the Offeror and its subcontractor(s), if proposed, will be performed.
END OF PAST PERFORMANCE (VOLUME II)

Cost/Price (Volume III)
Each Offeror’s total evaluated cost/price will be the sum of its proposed firm-fixed price, the price for IDIQ work from the pricing model and the probable cost and fee for CPFF work.  The proposed Phase-in cost will be evaluated for reasonableness, but will not be included in this total.

FFP Work – Evaluation

The proposal will be evaluated to determine if the price proposed is balanced between individual line items, sub-line items, or functions.  A line-by-line analysis will be performed on this section of the proposal.  An offer is considered materially unbalanced when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly overstated or understated as indicated by the application of price analysis techniques.  A proposal may be rejected if the Contracting Officer determines that the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government.  The proposal will be evaluated on the best value to the Government, not solely on the lowest priced work.  CPFF work included in this section will not be evaluated.

IDIQ Work – Evaluation

The proposal will be evaluated to determine if the fully burdened IDIQ labor rates are reasonable.  Subcontractor rates will also be evaluated.  A line-by-line analysis will be performed on this section of the proposal.  An offer is considered materially unbalanced when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly overstated or understated as indicated by the application of price analysis techniques.  A proposal may be rejected if the Contracting Officer determines that the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government.  The total IDIQ price computed for the Pricing Model will also be evaluated for reasonableness.  The proposal will be evaluated on the best value to the Government, not solely on the lowest priced work.

CPFF Work Only – Evaluation.

The cost evaluation will be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(1) and NFS 1815.305(a)(1)(B) and (C). 

Offerors should refer to FAR 2.101(b) for a definition of “cost realism” and to FAR 15.404-1(d) for a discussion of “cost realism analysis” and “probable cost."  The terms “proposed and probable cost” are exclusive of fee.  Any proposed fee is not adjusted in the probable cost assessment. 

The Government will determine the Probable Cost of each Offeror’s overall proposed cost by evaluating the cost realism of the proposed costs in Attachment J.L to ensure the Offeror understands the magnitude and complexity of the effort.  This will include an evaluation of the extent to which proposed costs indicate a clear understanding of the SOW requirements, and reflect a sound approach to satisfying those requirements.  Cost information supporting a cost judged to be unrealistic and the technical/management risk associated with the proposal will be quantified by the Government evaluators and included in the assessment for each Offeror.  This assessment will consider technical/management risks identified during the evaluation of the proposal and associated costs. If the SEC determines that a proposal does not adequately demonstrate that the Offeror will be able to perform the work with the resources proposed, the SEC may determine this to be a Mission Suitability weakness as well as an adjustment for probable cost. A lack of cost realism may generate a Mission Suitability weakness.

The probable cost assessment will be given a confidence level rating in accordance with NFS 1815.305(a)(1), "Cost or price evaluation." 

Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise such options.

WEIGHTING AND SCORING 

(a)
The essential objective of this procurement process is to identify and select the contractor able to successfully meet the Government's needs in the manner most advantageous to the Government, all factors considered.  The evaluation factors are described in Section M.2, Evaluation Approach.

(b)
The Mission Suitability factor will be rated by adjective and the Mission Suitability subfactors will be numerically weighted and scored in accordance with the numerical system established below.  The other factors (i.e., Past Performance and Cost/Price) are not similarly weighted or scored.  Past Performance is assigned a level of confidence rating.  Cost/Price will be evaluated for realism, a probable cost adjustment will be made if appropriate, and a confidence level rating will be assigned.  The Source Selection Authority's (SSA) decision shall be based on a comparative assessment of proposals pursuant to source selection criteria prescribed in this solicitation. While the SSA may use reports and analyses prepared by others, the source selection decision shall represent the SSA's independent judgment.

(c)
All evaluation factors, Mission Suitability, Past Performance, and Cost, are essentially equal to each other. Evaluation factors other than Cost, when combined, are significantly more important than Cost.  Offerors should note that items within any factor, if found to be unsatisfactory, may be the basis for rejection of an offer. 
(d)
The numerical weights assigned to the Mission Suitability subfactors are indicative of the relative importance of those evaluation areas.  The Mission Suitability subfactors to be evaluated are weighted for purposes of assigning numerical scores as follows:
