COMPOSTING AND SOIL REMEDIATION PAD SERVICES DESCRIPTION

I.
General Services

The Contractor shall provide composting and soil remediation services on site at the former Vertical Take-Off and Landing (VTOL) pad, facility NA292.  The Contractor shall be responsible for remediation of diesel hydrocarbon impacted soils and composting of green, brown chipped, and shredded materials.  All composting materials for this operation shall be provided by the grounds maintenance personnel.

II.
Soil Remediation Pad

The Contractor shall be responsible for remediation of diesel hydrocarbon impacted soils to facilitate the reduction of the average levels of total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel (TPHD) to less than 400 parts per million (ppm), as specified by an analytical method in accordance with Paragraph C20.8.C, Detailed Specifications; Analytical Method.  All work shall be performed per Paragraph C20.5, Contract Work Elements.

III.
Composting Materials

The Contractor shall provide the labor to chip/shred staged material with Government provided shredder and grinder, and mix chipped and shredded landscape materials into compost windrows.  The Contractor shall monitor temperature and moisture to optimize conditions, and provide a trained operator for the "Wildcat" loader attachment to mix/aerate the compost.  The Contractor shall utilize compost material in the bioremediation process provided by the grounds maintenance personnel and make chipping and compost material available to the grounds maintenance personnel for use at Moffett Field when requested and available.

The grounds maintenance personnel are responsible for delivering all tree/shrub prunings, leaves, and lawn cuttings to the site as required per Section C10, Grounds Maintenance and Pest Control Services.
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
