Question # 69
Does Scope of Work (SOW) include Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) cradle to grave? Does it include permitting, design, site work?
Response:

The Statement of Work includes the full realm of solid waste management including RCRA.  Orders may be placed for work involving cradle to grave, permitting, design and site work related to RCRA. RCRA has established three distinct yet interrelated programs: The solid waste program, under RCRA Subtitle D, encourages states to develop comprehensive plans to manage non-hazardous industrial solid waste and municipal solid waste, sets criteria for municipal solid waste landfills and other solid waste disposal facilities, and prohibits the open dumping of solid waste; The hazardous waste program, under RCRA Subtitle C, establishes a system for controlling hazardous waste from the time it is generated until its ultimate disposal – in effect, from "cradle to grave"; and The underground storage tank (UST program, under RCRA Subtitle I, regulates underground storage tanks containing hazardous substances and petroleum products.) As detailed in the RTO 1 it is expected the contractor shall provide restoration oversight and at a minimum timely site reviews with complete and accurate reports delivered on a weekly and monthly basis as needed to provide effective oversight of activities. In addition the contractor shall provide hazardous waste collection and management activities and at a minimum pick-ups and storage shall be conducted in accordance with applicable federal and state regulations, and GFSC policy requirements at all times. Pick-ups of hazardous waste from satellite areas for hazardous waste disposal ensure the government is compliant tracking shipments and holding time for all materials. The contractor will maintain a multi-media sampling and analytical analysis plan and at a minimum have valid sampling methodologies in accordance with regulatory requirements, appropriate procedures for documentation and records, sampling process and a minimum complete initial TSDF reviews and site audits of proposed TSDFs in accordance with GSFC and industry standard. Complete annual reviews and every three year and as needed site audits of actively used TSDFs in accordance with GSFC and industry standard.
