1)  Do you accept if putting cells in parallel as well?
Answer:  Yes you may put as many batteries in parallel as you need providing you don't exceed the physical envelope given in the requirements as well.
 

2) The operating temperature is -25C-75C.  Not from -35C.  Is this OK?   
Answer: Assuming that the temperature range in question is  -25C through +75C, this would be an acceptable operating range.
 

3) We have a BMS that measures voltage of each cell, one temperature point per 10 cells, and total current draw of the pack.  It provides interlock to charger if there is voltage, temp or current alarm from any cell.  However, it does not balance the cells.  We are very close to offer balancers.   
Answer: No, isolation and balance of cells is necessary. 

 

4)  BMS has a RS422 output for touch screen display and control.  There is a USB connection for external PC.  No RS232 connection. 
Answer: Although we prefer RS232 or RS485 an RS422 interface would be acceptable. 

 

5) Self discharge (leakge) is 3% per month and voltage will not change until the cell is getting empty. 
Answer: Not acceptable
