Questions 1-63 are posted on the ECO website.  
Question 64:  The reduction of pages for Vol. II from 20 to 15 will make it difficult to present a comprehensive discussion of how the scope and approach for the selected projects demonstrate our abilities with respect to the PWS for this contract.  Rather than the 15 page restriction, we suggest that you revise the page limit for that Volume to not more than a one page introduction, not more than 2 pages per past performance description, and a maximum of 10 projects total with a minimum of 3 but not more than 5 relevant contracts for the prime.  This will provide NASA with a better understanding of exactly what the bidders have done on the relevant contracts while still limiting the volume to a maximum page count of 21(1 page introduction and 20 pages maximum of project descriptions).

Answer 64:  As described in Section L.19.2, Table L-2, the Government considers15 pages for the general past performance narrative description of relevant contracts as sufficient, considering that all supplemental documentation including Past Performance Questionnaires, OSHA Logs/Forms, and Insurance Company Letters of Certification are not included in the total page count requirements.  Additionally, as specified by Section L.19.4 (a), the Government is only requesting past performance information from 3-5 relevant contracts.  
Question 65:  The reduction in pages for Volume 2 from 80 to 50 makes it more difficult to present NASA with a full picture of the team’s technical approach.  Would it be possible to leave the page limit for Volume I at 80 pages? We understand that we do not have to use all 80 pages, but believe the flexibility to use more than 50 would be to both NASA’s advantage as well as the bidders in terms of the quality and completeness of the proposals.

Answer 65:  (We believe there is a typo in the question as the reduction in pages references Volume 2. Please note that the following response is based on the reduction of page numbers in Volume 1, which was reduced from 80 pages to 50 pages).  

As described in the previously posted “Draft RFP Questions and Answers,” (Question and Answer #11), the Volume I narratives for management approach subfactors MA1 through MA5 should only be overviews and general discussions, while the majority of the detail and specificity should be provided within the Plans and Other Data of Volume IV.  As a reminder, it is not necessary, nor required, to duplicate information between the Volume I general narrative and the Volume IV plans.  Duplication of information should be minimized to the extent possible.
