You are invited to submit a proposal in response to NASA/Goddard Space Flight Center's (GSFC) Wallops Flight Facility (WFF) WICC II solicitation.  The principal purpose of this requirement is to provide a broad scope of integrated institutional and direct mission support services to NASA and multiple tenant organizations including the Navy, NOAA, and Coast Guard at the WFF on the Eastern Shore of Virginia. 
This procurement is a small business set-aside.  The NAICS code is 561210, Size Standard $35.5M.   This competitive procurement will result in a Cost Plus Incentive Fee (CPIF) core requirement and an Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) requirement with the ability to issue CPIF, Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF) or Firm Fixed Price (FFP) task orders.  The contract will have a base period of performance/effective ordering period of 20 months with two 24 month option periods and one 16 month option period.   It is anticipated that a separate firm-fixed price contract vehicle will be issued for the 60-day phase-in effort on December 1, 2013.  The anticipated effective date of the contract is February 1, 2014.
