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                                           QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
1. The curriculum topics provided in the representative task orders are identical for the 4-day and 2-day classes; is this intended, as it would seem difficult to provide the same number of topic in 2 days as in 4 days.

             Answer: Yes, the suggested curriculum topics are intended to be the same for the 4-day and 2- 

             day seminar.  All vendors may propose multiple options of a 4-day and 2-day course curriculum.
2. While the 4-day class is required to be delivered on Capitol Hill in Washington, DC, the 2-day class is required to be delivered at KSC; yet the curriculum topics for the 2-day class, in addition to being identical to the 4-day class, also require that participants have the opportunity to observe proceedings on the floor of the Capitol and hearing rooms; this would not be possible if the program is delivered at KSC. 

       Answer: The Representative Task Order states, "Tasks may be completed at or near any of the 

       following NASA Centers."  Therefore, there is no requirement that the course be held at KSC.

       KSC has the capability to host an Agency residential course.     

3. The 2-day class under "Schedule" requires that the contractor provide venue, meeting rooms, etc' 

        is this possible at KSC? 

        Answer: Yes.  KSC has the capability to host an Agency residential course.

4. In Exhibit 1 under "Representative Task Orders" in the cost breakdown, it is unclear 

              if the Vendor would be responsible for the participants' travel for each class in  
             Washington, DC and in the field or that the travel refers to the travel of vendors
              staff in the price/participant. 
              Answer: NASA is responsible for all participant travel costs. Correct, the travel 
              reference is specific to the vendor. 

5. Another clarification, is NASA expecting working breakfasts and working lunches for 

       the courses in Washington, DC and in the field. 

       Answer: Where practicable, the vendor is expected to provide a working breakfast and 

       working lunch.
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
