F.3 COMPLETION OF WORK AND PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE
The period of performance for the phase-in period shall be from August 2, 2013 through September 30, 2013.  

The base period of performance of this contract shall be from October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2016.  All work required under this contract, including submission of all reports, shall be completed on or before September 30, 2016.  Task Orders placed prior to the expiration date of this contract shall remain in full force and effect until deliveries have been completed and payment has been made.

F.4 PLACE OF PERFORMANCE - SERVICES

The services to be performed under this contact shall be performed at the Johnson Space Center (JSC) and the White Sands Test Facility (WSTF).  Services may also be required at other NASA centers, other U.S. Government facilities, contractor or subcontractor locations, or vendor facilities.  These locations may be both domestic and abroad.

(a) B.10(a), entitled “REQUIRED LEVEL-OF-EFFORT FOR TERM FORM TASK ORDERS”, will be modified to reflect an addition of 123,000 hours and a completion date of September 30, 2017.

(b) F.3, entitled “COMPLETION OF WORK AND PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE”, will be modified to state: 

“The base period of performance of this contract shall be from October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2017.  All work required under this contract, including submission of all reports, shall be completed on or before September 30, 2017.”  

(c) I.5, entitled “ORDERING”, will be modified to state: 

Such orders may be issued from October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2017.”
OPTION 2

(a) B.10(a), entitled “REQUIRED LEVEL-OF-EFFORT FOR TERM FORM TASK ORDERS”, will be modified to reflect an addition of 123,000 hours and a completion date of September 30, 2018.

(b) F.3, entitled “COMPLETION OF WORK AND PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE”, will be modified to state: 

“The base period of performance of this contract shall be from October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2018.  All work required under this contract, including submission of all reports, shall be completed on or before September 30, 2018.”  

(c) I.5, entitled “ORDERING”, will be modified to state: 

“Such orders may be issued from October 1, 2013 through September 30, 2018.”

F.6 IDIQ MAXIMUM FLEX OPTIONS 

The Government may increase the maximum not-to-exceed amount for IDIQ services ordered in total under this contract by up to $52,500,000, for a total of $202,500,000.  If the Government elects to increase the maximum not-to-exceed amount for IDIQ services ordered by exercising its option(s), referred throughout this clause as an IDIQ Maximum Flex Option, the Contractor will be so notified with a unilateral modification to the contract executed by the Contracting Officer.  The Government may exercise its IDIQ Flex Option(s) at any point during the period of performance stated in clause F.3, “COMPLETION OF WORK AND PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE.”  The terms and conditions relating to the Government's rights as provided herein are as follows:

(a) The Government may increase the maximum not-to-exceed amount for IDIQ services ordered (as listed in B.3, “IDIQ MAXIMUM AND GUARANTEED MINIMUM QUANTITY OF WORK”) by exercising one or all of the IDIQ Maximum Flex Options listed below.  These options may be exercised separately or simultaneously. 
(1) IDIQ Maximum Flex Option 1
(i) B.3, entitled “IDIQ MAXIMUM AND GUARANTEED MINIMUM QUANTITY OF WORK”, will be modified to reflect an addition of $15,000,000 to the maximum not-to-exceed amount.  
(2) IDIQ Maximum Flex Option 2
(i) IDIQ Maximum Flex Option 2 may only be exercised simultaneously with or subsequent to the exercise of IDIQ Maximum Flex Option 1.

(ii) B.3, entitled “IDIQ MAXIMUM AND GUARANTEED MINIMUM QUANTITY OF WORK”, will be modified to reflect an addition of $15,000,000 to the maximum not-to-exceed amount.  

(3) IDIQ Maximum Flex Option 3
(i) This IDIQ Maximum Flex Option 3 may only be exercised simultaneously or subsequent to the exercise of IDIQ Maximum Flex Option 2.
(ii) B.3, entitled “IDIQ MAXIMUM AND GUARANTEED MINIMUM QUANTITY OF WORK”, will be modified to reflect an addition of $22,500,000 to the maximum not-to-exceed amount.

F.7 REQUIRED LEVEL-OF-EFFORT (LOE) FLEX OPTIONS (Applies to Cost-Reimbursement Only)
The Government may increase the amount of LOE direct labor hours required to be furnished as stated in Clause B.10(a) during the period of performance by an amount ranging from 1 to 161,500 hours.  The Government may exercise one or multiple options to increase the amount of LOE direct labor hours to be furnished, provided that the cumulative increase in hours does not exceed 161,500.  If the Government elects to increase the number of direct labor hours to be furnished by exercising its option(s), referred throughout this clause as LOE Flex Option(s), the Contractor will be so notified with a unilateral modification to the contract executed by the Contracting Officer.  The Government may exercise its LOE Flex Option(s) at any point during the period of performance stated in clause F.3, “COMPLETION OF WORK AND PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE.”  The terms and conditions relating to the Government's rights as provided herein are as follows:

(a) The Government may increase the amount of LOE direct labor hours to be furnished (as listed in B.10(a), entitled “REQUIRED LEVEL-OF-EFFORT FOR TERM FORM TASK ORDERS”) by up to 161,500 hours, through the exercise of one flex option, or by the exercise of multiple flex options, during the period of performance.
