a.  The response to RFP question 30 in the CAPPS RFP Questions and Answers included in RFP 10-01-0007 Amendment 01 is revised as follows:

These revisions accommodate a change to a new brand of Help Desk software.

            c.  Appendix 22, CAPPS Reference and Compliance Documents, is revised to include a new GOLD package titled NASA ISS Ground Inventory Management, Asset Tracking and Maintenance Data Collection System.  Appendix 22 is also revised to include Integrated Data Package Listing and Utilization Problem Reports and Interim Problem Reports under Ground Safety Review Packages.

d.  Section H, Article H-26, Associate Contractor Agreement for ISS Operations and Utilization Activities:  The last sentence in paragraph C is deleted.  

e.  Section L, Article L-17, Past Performance Proposal:  The first bullet under paragraph B is revised to include the word “relevant” before the words “active or ended contracts”.

f.  Enclosure 1 to DR-16, Work Breakdown Structure Dictionary, is revised to delete the acronym “SSAV” under statement of work reference 2.0.
