c)      Ru (4-6 mm thick ) deposited directly on provided Mo-Re sheet

d)      Re (4-6 mm thick ) deposited directly on provided Mo-Re sheet

e)      Ir (4-6 mm thick  with ~ 1-10 mm grain size) applied over an

intermediate layer of Re (~ 4 mm thick ) initially deposited on provided

Mo-Re sheet.

f)      Ir (4-6 mm thick  with ~ 50 -100 mm grain size) applied over an

intermediate layer of Re(~ 4 mm thick ) initially deposited on provided

Mo-Re sheet.

Do you know of a process by which can control the deposited grain size of

the Ir deposits for the last two samples? Can you point to any

papers/texts that reference this issue?

ANSWER:

The Government is not aware of any reference that references how to control the grain size. It is a function of the process used and the parameters used with that process; therefore, the Government’s intent was for the contractor to already have a process in place.
