Statement of Work

Introduction

The Contractor shall prepare a book-length manuscript about The History of Kennedy Space Center.  This will be an-depth book providing an overview of Kennedy Space Center (KSC) from its inception in 1962, to include its focus on:  safety, mission, launches, key officials, personal anecdotal stories, workforce, facilities, technical systems, launch and payload processing, engineering accomplishments, and technological contributions.  This procurement is required to preserve for posterity the origins and development of this key Center in the history of NASA and the Nation’s space program.  

Requirements

The contractor shall produce a well-documented and annotated, book-length publishable addition to aerospace history.  The contractor shall provide five copies with appropriate citations of all research notes, documents, and other archival materials collected in the course and context of this project in the KSC Archives for the use of future researchers.

The contractor shall perform primary archival research; interview key participants; identify, categorize, and investigate all known information relating to the development of this subject; and write an analytical, intellectually rigorous and readable history of the subject, acceptable for publication as a scholarly work. The final product shall be illustrated as appropriate to explain the issues raised and events cited in the written work.  

It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to transcribe interviews, obtain photographs related to the project, and secure any permissions required for materials contained in the historical manuscript.  

The major sections of the work shall conform to similar works in the NASA History Series, particularly those volumes containing Center history. These volumes are available for review in all libraries at all NASA Centers, the NASA History Office, and Federal Repository Libraries.  The resulting manuscript shall not be published in book form until it has been determined a quality product, covering all interfaces, and professionally literate.  When published, it shall provide a basic story when standing alone.  The manuscript shall include a basically chronological text with appropriate topical breakout (with illustrations and endnotes for each chapter); a bibliographical note; appropriate appendices, such as charts, tables, lists, schedules; and, a detailed index.  In addition to being reviewed by key Center and Headquarters management personnel, NASA historians shall review the manuscript and selected professional historians outside the Government as determined necessary and appropriate by NASA. 

Book Organization 

The chapters of the book shall be unified by several central themes that should be combined to create a meaningful whole.   Such themes might include, but are not limited to:

· Establishment of KSC and its role in early human space exploration and related programs;

· The Apollo Program (crew training, engineering challenges, flight hardware processing, site activation of LC-39 Complex, workforce growth and downsizing); 

· Launch Operations and the Launch Team;
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· Launch Control;

· Safety and Quality Assurance; 

· Shuttle Program (orbiter processing, Challenger story, launch team training, design changes implemented at LC-39 complex from Apollo to Shuttle era, evolution of facilities from Apollo to Shuttle support; payload processing; program and policy changes; systems technologies – deep space probes, experiments, satellites, spacelab); 

· Expendable Launch Vehicles Program, Mission, including program consolidation (early history and lead center role for NASA);

· Space Station Elements (early experiences with Skylab, Space Station Freedom, International Space Station); 

· Contracts structure (changes to create Base Operations Contract (BOC), Shuttle Processing Contract (SPC), and Payloads Ground Operations Contract (PGOC), and subsequent consolidated contracts); 

· Environmental sensitivity (Wildlife refuge, innovative approaches to environment and environmental controls); 

· Inter and intra-agency relationships (other NASA centers, Defense, Air Force, FAA ); 

· Key individuals and leadership changes (launch directors, center directors); 

· Local and regional impact (relationships with State of Florida, Central Florida, Brevard County, visitors, universities and colleges, schools, industry, news media and Visitor’s Center); 

· Organization and workforce changes (growth, skills mix, downsizing, strategic direction); and,

· Technological and societal contributions.

Research

Research for the book shall include:

· Review of existing published and unpublished historical, scientific and technical literature on KSC; 

· Review of known historical records and accounts; 

· Oral history interviews of selected participants; and, 

· Attendance, with permission, at working meetings and other related events.

(iii) The contractor shall establish a record of the property as required by FAR 45.5 and 1845.5 and furnish to the Industrial Property Officer a DD Form 1149 Requisition and Invoice/Shipping Document (or installation equivalent) to transfer accountability to the Government within 5 working days after receipt of the property by the contractor.
