
UNITARY 11 FOOT TRANSONIC WIND TUNNEL
TEST SECTION INSIDE WINDOWS 

1.1
 DESCRIPTION

Scope

The Contractor shall supply Schlieren Quality Windows for the Unitary 11 Foot Transonic Wind Tunnel at NASA Ames Research Center, located at Moffett Field, California. The work to be performed under this contract consists of fabrication, inspection, test, and delivery of the windows in accordance with this specification, drawing No. SKPBL-09-24-01-01 dated September 26, 2001 and the contract clauses.

2.1 PRODUCT

2.1.1 The window size, material, and finishing requirements shall be as indicated on the drawing No. SKPBL-09-24-01-01, entitled, "11 Foot Transonic Wind Tunnel, Inside Windows, Schlieren Quality Window". 

2.1.2 NASA plans to procure as many windows as the project budget allows.  The Contractor shall submit the bid for 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, and 15 windows.

3.1
SUBMITTALS

3.1.1
The following shall be submitted to NASA for approval prior to fabrication:

a.
Detailed project schedule showing fabrication, test, and delivery activities. A bar chart type schedule will suffice; however, it must clearly show start and completion dates and durations for each pertinent activity. 

b.
Material and dimensional specifications i.e. shop drawings or detailed work orders specifying the materials and fabrication activities involved in the manufacturing process.

c.
Inspection and test plan.

3.1.2 The following shall be submitted prior to shipping:

a. Final inspection and test report. 

b. Completed work order or product trailer / quality assurance documentation that follows each window as progresses it through each step of the fabrication process.

4.1 INSPECTION


4.1.2 In order to assure compliance with the dimensional and optical requirements, the inspection record must be fully documented, dated and signed by an individual who has the primary responsibility of quality assurance / testing for the firm. An independent certified testing agency / lab experienced with Schlieren quality glass products may be engaged to perform this function.

4.1.3 The successful supplier shall forward a copy of the final inspection report and completed work order / quality assurance documentation for each window to the following address, prior to shipment.

The Vendor shall notify the Government Contracting Officer at least 14 days in advance of the final in-plant inspection.

4.1.4
Final inspection and acceptance by NASA will be made by the Contracting Officer's technical representative upon arrival of each window at NASA Ames Research Center. 

4.1.5
Final payment will be made after verification of compliance with the inspection, testing, and quality assurance acceptance criteria noted in the solicitation.

5.1
DELIVERY SCHEDULE

5.1.1
Due to the lead times necessary to fabricate these windows, NASA is asking each offeror to state its final delivery date in its proposal based on fabrication time necessary after contract award. NASA is requesting final delivery of all windows not later than ten (10) months after contract award. NASA anticipates contract award by February 15, 2002 and final delivery by December 15, 2002.  NASA may consider quotes that exceed the stated final delivery date, however, it is not desirable.

6.1
PAYMENTS

6.1.1
NASA will make 3 equal progress payments beginning in the second month after contract award, based on verifiable progress by the Contractor as determined by the Contracting Officer. The final (1/3) payment will be made after delivery and final acceptance of all the windows at NASA Ames Research Center.

7.1 WARRANTY

7.1.1
The Vendor shall guarantee the finished parts against defects or non-conformance in accordance with the commercial terms and conditions as well as the stated provisions addressed in this specification or on the drawing. The warranty period shall be at least one (1) year after delivery and acceptance by NASA Ames Research Center, and no less than what is currently provided under standard commercial contracts and/or practices for this product.

8.1.2 Each window shall be prepared for shipment in such a manner as to ensure protection against damage in transit. All risk and responsibility for transportation of the finished product to NASA Ames Research Center resides with the Contractor. All material shall be shipped FOB NASA Ames Research Center. 

8.1.3 Glass window surfaces shall be carefully protected from possible “etched” artifacts, a reaction with the packing materials used for storage and/or shipment.

8.1.4 The Vendor shall notify the Government Contracting Officer at least one week in advance of shipment(s) to ensure that appropriate equipment handling and personnel are available for unloading and inspection of the delivered windows.
