5. REQUIREMENT DESCRIPTION:

Task 1:  VAB South Wetland Stormwater Management System 

The tasks to be performed are described in the attached model contract, Item 28, Section I, Article 1, and in the technical documents listed in Section I, Article 2.

Magnitude of Construction: Between $100,000 and $250,000.

Performance Period:  105 calendar days from Notice to Proceed

This acquisition is NOT a small business set aside.

A pre-bid site tour will be held at KSC at 9:00 AM on 2/26/02. (See Solicitation Provision KSC 52.236-126 -  Offerors who plan to attend must give 24-hour notice to the responsible Contract Specialist).  Questions concerning this RFO should be submitted by datafax or E-mail, and must be received on or by 3/1/02. Questions received by that date will be answered by written amendment; questions received after that date will be considered but may not be answered. 

6.  SEALED OFFER PROCUREMENT 

This solicitation provides for award to be made to the lowest priced responsive, responsible offeror providing the most advantageous offer considering only price and price-related factors.  This method of procurement is used when: 1) Time permits the solicitation, submission, and evaluation of sealed offers; 2) award will be made on the basis of price and other price-related factors; 3) conducting discussions with the offerors is not necessary; 4) reasonable expectation of receiving more than one offer exists; and 5) a firm-fixed-price contract will be used.  

The following general steps will be followed by the Government in sealed offer procurements:

Step One -- Publicly open and record all offers submitted in response to the solicitation.

Step Two -- Examine all offers for mistakes and responsiveness.  Determine responsibility of the offeror and reasonableness of the price(s) offered.

Step Three -- The Government will award a contract to the low, responsive, responsible offeror, whose offer conforms to the solicitation and the specifications in the attached model contract, and will be most advantageous to the Government, considering only price and the price-related factors included in this solicitation.

7.  DEFINITION OF A COMPLETE SOLICITATION PACKAGE 

The complete sealed offer bidding package required for preparation of an offer consists of:

- This RFO, including its attached Model Contract; 

- A separate Construction Drawings and Specifications Package which you will need to prepare your bid - see paragraph 9. below.

8.  OFFEROR REPRESENTATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS

Offerors will be required to make certain representations and certifications as a part of their bid.  A copy of the applicable representations and certifications is posted as a part of the solicitation documents and a copy will also be provided as a part of the drawing and specifications package.

9.  OBTAINING COPIES OF THE CONSTRUCTION DRAWINGS AND SPECIFICATIONS PACKAGE 

The construction drawing and specifications package necessary for completion of your offer may be requested by contacting IDI-PRO, telephone (321) 867-2851 or datafax (321) 867-9187, and referencing this RFO number.  The package may also be picked up in person at the KSC Headquarters Building, Room 1441. Unbadged personnel are required to obtain a temporary badge in order to enter the KSC Headquarters Building; contact IDI-PRO to make arrangements to obtain this temporary badge.  The package will include:

  - a copy of the project drawings and specifications,  

  - a copy of the most current DOL Area Wage Determination, 

  - a full text copy of the required Offeror representations and certifications,  

  - a copy of Standard Form 24, "Bid Bond,

  - a preprinted form to facilitate the processing of datafaxed questions, 

  - and a courtesy copy of KSC provision 52.214-90, "Hand-Carried Offers and Use of Commercial Couriers".

10. SUBMISSION OF OFFERS AND REQUIRED CONTENT OF AN ACCEPTABLE OFFER

By submission of an offer in response to this RFO, the offeror agrees to perform the work required at the price specified in the offer if the offer is accepted by the Government within sixty (60) calendar days after the date offers are due.  Offers providing less than 60 days for Government acceptance will not be considered and will be rejected.

Offers shall be submitted on the attached model contract to the address specified in RFO Item 3.  Telefaxed or fascimile offers are not authorized for this RFO.  A PROPERLY SUBMITTED OFFER SHALL CONSIST OF:

  (1) One fully executed copy of the attached model contract (without attachments); 

  (2) a Bid Bond (SF 24) in duplicate, or other Bid Guarantee as provided for herein; 

  (3) one signed copy of Amendments if not acknowledged on the executed model contract; and,

  (4) a fully executed copy of the "Representations, Certifications and Other Statements of Offerors".

3.  KSC UNIQUE SOLICITATION PROVISIONS

KSC 52.209-92  PRE-AWARD SURVEY (JUL 1993) 
A pre-award survey may be held with the apparent low bidder at KSC Headquarters Building within five (5) days after bid opening.  If requested by the Contracting Officer, the bidder shall be prepared at the preaward survey to present to the survey team, in a minimum of five (5) copies, the following items:


a.  A list of major projects in progress or completed by him or his proposed subcontractors within the past 5 years.  Projects of similar type and scope, but not connected with the aerospace industry may be included if desired and needed to establish a satisfactory experience record.


b.  A list of present commitments, including the dollar value thereof; estimated start and completion dates; the dollar value or percentage of subcontracting on each job; the organization under which the work is being performed; and name and telephone number of the Contracting Officer.


c.  A copy of Bidder's latest financial statement, including the names of banks or other financial institutions with which the bidder conducts business, a bank contact (name and phone number), and consent for release of financial information from each institution (in writing, if necessary).  If the financial statement is more than 60 days old, a certificate must be furnished stating that the financial condition is substantially the same, or if not the same, the changes that have taken place.  Such statement will be treated as confidential.  In addition, a financial contact within the company (name and phone number).


d.  A preliminary schedule showing all major work features.  This schedule is to show major milestones the Bidder intends to meet on the site work, buildings, mechanical and electrical services.


e.  A preliminary plan showing how the Bidder intends to perform the various features of the work.  This plan is to include, but be not limited to, construction plant and material sources, and the capability of meeting material delivery and installation schedules, as well as the estimated dollar value or percentage of subcontracting to be performed.  The Bidder shall discuss, in writing, his accomplishments on similar projects.  "The discussion shall include all key personnel, their experience and responsibility assignments during the course of the project, and how the contractor plans to meet the Quality Assurance/Inspection requirements as specified in Section IV."


f.  A Safety and Health Plan, as required by NFS 18-52.223-70 and KSC 52.223-98.  This Safety and Health Plan, which is to be submitted by the apparently successful offeror pursuant to NFS 18-52.223-73, may be requested immediately after bid opening, or may be requested as part of the preaward survey data, at the discretion of the Contracting Officer.  In no event shall the time for submittal of the Safety and Health Plan exceed the time established herein for the preaward survey

KSC 52.214-90  HAND-CARRIED OFFERS AND USE OF COMMERCIAL COURIERS (AUG 1998)

All hand-carried offers (bid or proposal packages), whether delivered by the offeror or by commercial courier, must be delivered to the Central Industry Assistance Office (CIAO), Building N6-1009, Room 102, between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, except legal holidays.  The CIAO is located on State Road 3, approximately 4 miles south of the intersection of State Road 3 and NASA Causeway (State Road 405), at Gate 2 to the Kennedy Space Center (KSC).  Access to KSC is not required.

Offers which arrive at the CIAO after the prescribed time for receipt of offers will be considered late and treated in accordance with FAR provision 52.214-7, "Late Submissions, Modifications and Withdrawals of Bids," FAR provision 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors - Competitive Acquisition,” or FAR provision 52.214-23, "Late Submissions, Modifications, and Withdrawals of Technical Proposals Under Two‑Step Sealed Bidding."

In those instances where the bid opening/receipt of proposals date coincides with a scheduled Space Transportation System (STS) launch, offerors are cautioned that access to the CIAO may be restricted both prior to and after the scheduled launch time.  Offerors must plan accordingly to ensure their offer arrives at the CIAO prior to the date and time set for bid opening/receipt of proposal.

Offerors using commercial couriers to submit their offers are responsible for instructing the couriers to deliver the offers in accordance with this provision.  Offerors are also advised to provide the courier with the building number (N6-1009) and room number (102) of the CIAO.

Visitors on KSC are allowed to possess and use photographic equipment and materials EXCEPT IN CONTROLLED AREAS. Anyone desiring to use camera equipment during the pre-bid site tour should contact the contract specialist to determine if the site to be visited is a controlled area.
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
