The following clarifications and changes are to be incorporated into the referenced specifications and drawings.

 QUESTION AND ANSWERS RE: RFO2-38062(GLH) HVAC MODIFICATIONS TO BLDG.’S N233, N233A & N254.

Q: In your addendum #1 you made reference to the fact that the 3 chillers are furnished by the government, and that we are to provide start up and testing of the chillers.  We need to know whom you purchased the chillers from and or the brand name of them so we can contact them for the price of start up and testing.  Also who is responsible for the warranty of these items.

A: The chillers (3) are described on drawings N233A-0001-M2 & M5. They are Carrier chillers. They were purchased from Edward B. Ward & Co., San Jose, (408) 453-3300. Mr. Tony Loretelli is the POC for this purchase. Startup services were purchased by the Government.  The contractor is to install and to prepare the chillers in accordance with the manufacturers checklist.  Refer to the attached two page “Installation Start-up Request Checklist.”  An extension of the existing equipment warranty is not required.

Q: Time for basement work is it three day weekend or it can be done at a pre-scheduled time with you?

A: The timing for the N233 basement air handler work is to be performed as defined in Spec. Section 01000 paragraph 1.7 f. It must be scheduled in advance. This air handler supplies conditioned air to most of the first floor and is needed on line 24 hours a day except as allowed by the referenced specifications.

Q: The time for doing room 195, is it 2 weeks or 3 weeks?

A: Work at the N233A/195 area is to be performed as defined in Spec. Section 01000 paragraph 1.7 d. Twenty-eight calendar days are allowed for this work.
Q: Is the schedule chart part of the 20 page proposal?

A: Yes the schedule is part of the 20 page proposal, however we will allow the schedule pages to exceed the 8.5 X 11 inch limit imposed on other parts of the proposal.  

Q: Are the bids only accepted from general contractors?
