The Contractor shall provide two (2) sections of a “Fokker 28” fuselage.  Sections from the fuselage keel section and fuselage keel center section are preferred but not required. The fuselage sections may be from different versions of the “Fokker 28”. The “Fokker 28” fuselage sections shall meet the following requirements: 

Fuselage:  

Each fuselage section shall be a minimum of 10 feet in length. 

The fuselage sections shall be structurally sound.

The fuselage sections shall have the floor support structure intact.

Overhead bins are not required.

Seat rail system shall be intact.

The government may, at its option, procure additional fuselage sections depending upon funding availability.

Wings: The government may, at its option, procure up to two (2) Fokker 28 wings depending upon funding availability. If wet wings are proposed, they shall be capable of holding fluid with no leakage. 

Condition of fuselage / wings:  

Corrosion damage that reduces the structural integrity of the fuselage/wing structures shall not be allowed.

The fuselage sections and wings shall not have been involved in an accident or incident resulting in damage that compromise their structural integrity. 

Definition for this requirement:  Fuselage is the cylindrical/barrel part of the aircraft including the wing box structure but excluding: the structure forward of the cockpit door, the wings and the vertical or horizontal stabilizers.
