
COST/PRICE PROPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS

In order to facilitate a thorough understanding of your Cost or Price Proposal, the following minimum information shall be provided:

Total Price  -  Provide unit and extended price per line item, and complete proposal total price.

Experience  -  Provide a narrative of your company's experience in making the item or doing the work.

RFP/RFQ Instructions  -  Indicate understanding of, and compliance with, the specifications, delivery schedule, or other terms of the Request for Proposal/Quotation.  Note any exceptions.  Be specific on exceptions affecting either the technical aspects or price considerations of the RFP/RFQ.

Comparability Adjustments  -  Adjustments techniques may be required to ensure a fair pricing comparison.  Any adjustment will be applied impartially, and be based on sound pricing technique per the Armed Services Pricing Manual.  In order to reduce the need for comparability adjustments, follow the established pricing criteria in the RFP/RFQ.

Financial Capability  -  Provide information to demonstrate financial capability during the period of performance.
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
