Request for Proposal RFP5-03186/179 for Maintenance and Development of the Earth Observing System Data and Information System (EOSDIS) 

You are invited to submit a proposal for Maintenance and Development of the Earth Observing System Data and Information System (EOSDIS). EOSDIS consists of hardware and software elements that provide science data management for NASA’s Earth Science Enterprise.  The scope of this RFP includes (but is not limited to) sustaining maintenance and development of the EOSDIS Core System (ECS) Science Data Processing System (SDPS), at four Distributed Active Archive Centers (DAAC), including ECS hardware and custom/COTS software at GSFC (Greenbelt, MD), Earth Resources Observation Systems (EROS) Data Center (EDC) (Sioux Falls, SD), Langley Research Center (LaRC) (Hampton, VA) and the National Snow and Ice Data Center (NSIDC) (Boulder, CO).  

Please note that this RFP contains significant changes from the Draft RFP.  The changes are a result of comments received from Industry and continuing internal reviews performed by the Center.  All questions and comments received from Industry have been thoroughly evaluated and the RFP was updated as appropriate.   The following narrative highlights some of the important aspects of the RFP.  It is not intended to cover all RFP requirements.  Offerors are encouraged to carefully review the final RFP in its entirety.

1. This acquisition is a full and open competition.
2. The basic period of performance is for 5-years, no options.

3. Contract performance will be primarily at the contractor facility with some staffing at each of the cited DAACs.

4. This procurement will result in a Cost-Plus Award Fee Indefinite-Delivery-Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) contract with performance based task orders   The Basic Statement of Work (BSOW) describes the scope of requirements.

5. A Preproposal conference will be held on Wednesday, August 21, 2002 beginning at 8:30 AM. In addition, a tour of the Goddard Space Flight Center Data Active Archive Center (DAAC) will be held on Thursday, August 22, 2002 beginning at 8:30 AM.  Two tours of the ECS facility in Upper Marlboro, MD will be offered on Wednesday, August 21, 2002 and Thursday, August 22, 2002 at 1:00 PM each day.   Please read Provision L.8 of the RFP for full details.

6.   Certified Cost or Pricing Data will not be required for this procurement.  Required cost information and the format for submission are included in Section L of the Draft RFP.

The Government will make available existing Government-furnished property for contract performance. 

8.
An electronic library has been established for this procurement.  The library contains technical manuals and specifications for the  project.  It can be accessed at the following URL:  http://spso.gsfc.nasa.gov/emdrfp/.  Software code for the ECS is available from this website, but requires registration and the issuance by the Government of a password. Follow the instructions on the EMD website to obtain a password.

The Government will award a single IDIQ contract. Offerors will be evaluated on their capability to perform the entire  Basic Statement of Work and Representative Tasks.

Offerors are encouraged to refer to FAR 52.215-1—INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS—COMPETITIVE ACQUISITION, in particular paragraph (f)(4) which discusses the Government’s right to award a contract without discussions.

A copy of your cost proposal is to be provided to your cognizant DCAA office by the proposal due date.

Proposals are due on October 7, 2002.  See Block 9 of the SF 33.  Due to new security procedures, please review the proposal delivery instructions specified in Section L.10(c). 

This RFP does not commit NASA/GSFC to pay any proposal preparation costs, nor does it obligate NASA/GSFC to procure or contract for these services.  This request shall not be construed as authorization to proceed with, or be paid for charges incurred by performing any of the work called for in this solicitation.

A “Blackout” letter for this procurement has been distributed to all GSFC personnel concurrently with the release of the Final RFP to industry.
