2. The following questions and answers are provided for clarification purposes to subject NRA and are as follows:

a. QUESTION #1 -  I am currently working on a proposal in response to the subject solicitation.  Is the Transmittal Letter included in the page count of the proposal?  

ANSWER #1 – The Transmittal Letter in Appendix B, Page 2, paragraph (c)(1) is not a part of the 15-20 page count for the length of the proposal.


b.  QUESTION #2 - The only requirement I see for reporting is a final report.  Will there be


 any other reporting requirements associated with this effort?

ANSWER #2 –  Referencing Appendix A, Pages 8 and 9, the reporting requirements are addressed within the Phasing Definition.  However, offerors are free to propose other reporting requirements based on their proposed approach.  Actual requirements will be specified in the award instrument (contract, grant, cooperative agreement or other agreement).


c.  QUESTION #3 - In reviewing this NRA I noticed in Appendix B, Page 5 a statement about

"attachments".   I was wondering if this would include any data or past publications we may wish to submit; or, would it be more restrictive in content and page count.  Could


you provide clarification on any restrictions for various attachments.

ANSWER #3 – The page count of 15 to 20 pages is focused on the substantive material that your company will propose for the NRA.  As indicated in Appendix B, Page 5 entitled “Length”, attachments are allowed so long as they directly support your proposal, and are not used as filler or advertising material.

d. QUESTION #4 - We are responding to the NRA-02-LaRC-02. On page 9 it states,

Proposals should include technical and cost information for both Phase I and Phase II activities at initial submittal and will be limited to 20 pages, as described in Appendix B.  The Phase I information will be considered a firm proposal, while Phase II information, which will be considered preliminary, will be used to understand the scope of the proposed effort and will be a factor in the Phase I selection.  Proposal updates may be requested for selected Phase II efforts.  Could you please clarify the level detail needed for the cost information in Phase II?  
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ANSWER #4 – The level of cost information NASA is requesting in Phase II should be a Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM).  Phase I must follow the guidelines in Appendix B, Page 4, Paragraph (8) entitled “Proposed Costs”.

As a result of Question #4, Appendix A, Page 9 entitled “Phasing Definition”, under paragraph entitled “Phase II”, the second paragraph is revised to read:

“Proposals should include technical information and proposed price for both Phase I and Phase II activities at initial submittal and will be included in the page count, as described in Appendix B, Page 5, Paragraph (e).  The Phase I information will be a firm proposal as detailed in Appendix B, Page 4, Paragraph (8) entitled  “Proposed Costs (U.S. Proposals Only)”.  This detailed cost proposal is not considered part of the page count as outlined n Appendix B, Page 5, Paragraph (e). Phase II’s proposed price will be considered preliminary, will be used to understand the scope of the proposed effort and will be a factor in the Phase I selection.  In the event of a Phase II award, a detailed cost proposal will be required.”
