Procurement Specifications

Wildland Fire Fighting Apparatus

The NASA Johnson Space Center White Sands Test Facility requires the purchase of a Wildland Firefighting Apparatus. This piece of equipment is essential to the NASA Fire Department's ability to perform wildland fire suppression operations on site. 

Technical Specifications

The unit shall meet the baseline requirements established in NFPA 1906 requirements for a pumper fire fighting apparatus. Apparatus pumping system must be capable of performing efficiently at elevations in excess of 4500 feet. 

Acceptance

The apparatus shall be delivered to NASA-JSC White Sands Test Facility, Las Cruces, New Mexico by a responsible delivery engineer employed or otherwise under contract to the manufacturer.  As prescribed by NFPA 1906, sec. 14.1, delivery engineer will provide certifying documentation verifying that a vender acceptance test of the apparatus was performed to include visual inspection, road test and pump test. Pump test must be performed at an elevation equal to or higher than that found at White Sands Test Facility.

The aforementioned specifications are the minimum specifications that the vendor must provide in order to satisfy the requirement.  The apparatus shall comply with all applicable federal and New Mexico State motor vehicle laws and regulations.

In addition, the Government will evaluate your response in accordance with "Best Value to the Government" using the following Best Value criteria below.
