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Responses to your questions are shown in italics.

1. (a) What are the restrictions and requirements for the 561210 and $6M size standards? 

The classification of 561210, Facility Support Services, is from the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS), which replaced the U.S. Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) system effective October 1, 2000.  See Questions Set No. 1 for further information on the selection of the NAICS code.

The following information is excerpted from the Small Business Administration (SBA) website at www.sba.gov and FAR Part 19 at www.arnet.gov.  If you wish further information, please refer to the above-mentioned websites.

Each acquisition includes a North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) classification and corresponding size standard.  You can access the NAICS system and standards through either of the websites above.

Per FAR 19.102, the SBA establishes small business size standards on an industry-by-industry basis. (See 13 CFR Part 121.) (b) Small business size standards are applied by- (1) Classifying the product or service being acquired in the industry whose definition, as found in the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Manual (available via the Internet at http://www.census.gov/epcd/www/naics.html), best describes the principal nature of the product or service being acquired; (2) Identifying the size standard SBA established for that industry; and (3) Specifying the size standard in the solicitation so that offerors can appropriately represent themselves as small or large. (c) For size standard purposes, a product or service shall be classified in only one industry, whose definition best describes the principal nature of the product or service being acquired even though for other purposes it could be classified in more than one. (d) When acquiring a product or service that could be classified in two or more industries with different size standards, contracting officers shall apply the size standard for the industry accounting for the greatest percentage of the contract price.

NAICS is further described in the North American Industry Classification Manual--United States, 1997 which is available from the National Technical Information Service, 5285 Port Royal Road, Springfield, VA 22161; by calling 1(800) 553-6847 or 1(703) 605-6000; or via the Internet at http://www.ntis.gov/yellowbk/1nty205.htm. The manual includes definitions for each industry, tables showing relationships between 1997 NAICS and 1987 SICs, and a comprehensive index. NAICS assigns codes to all economic activity within twenty broad sectors. Section 121.201 provides a full table of small business size standards matched to the U.S. NAICS industry codes.  A full table matching a size standard with each NAICS Industry or U.S. Industry code is also published annually by SBA in the Federal Register. 

For SIC definitions: go to the OSHA site, and enter the 4-digit SIC code. 

For NAICS definitions, go to the Bureau of Census Search page, and enter "NAICS xxxxxx" (without the quotes). 

(b) Will the government consider increasing the dollar limit from $6M to $10M?
