Requirements Document/Pricing Document for Custom Printing and Processing Outsourcing


	The following chart provides a listing of items that should be priced in order to meet NASA requirements for High Speed film Developing. The intent is to find a vendor who will accept reels of film that have been exposed by our photographers and process that film with delivery back to Imaging Services. This need is the result of NASA’s directive to move away from chemical processing, therefore we must find vendors who provide the chemical processing of film so that we may proceed with our requirements to either transfer the film to videotape, or provide single images or “stills” of selected frames of the film.

PrISMS personnel will shoot the film as required in support of the Marshall Test Stands. The film is either shot in 16mm format or 70 mm format. What format is used is determined by the job that is taking place. 16 mm film is the format most often required to record a test firing. The film is processed and then the film is transferred to videotape at the Marshall Space Flight Center.

 70 mm film is often used in conjunction with the 16mm film when there is a need for individual prints or still pictures of a test. This wide format film is shot, processed, and then 1 (one) or more images are selected for printing. This printing will be done at the Marshall Space Flight Center Imaging Lab.

However, the film processing, involving the use of chemicals, must take place off site with the Vendor. 

It is expected that the vendor will need to do the following:

Pick up the film from the Marshall Imaging Services or delivery to the vendor via Courier

Process the Film

Label the film to include the date/type of film/SRS number which will be provided by Imaging Services

Delivery of the film back to Imaging Services by the vendor or by courier.

Currently, there is no way to determine the amount of film that will be provided each week/month. The following are just estimates based on historical data.

It is not probable that there is any lab that is capable of processing both formats (16mm & 70mm) so it is expected that each format will go to separate contractors.
