GOVERNMENT’S RESPONSE:

The following summarizes our analysis of your request.

Table 1, General Items

1.
CMMS data for the past 2 years will be provided in the Draft RFP.  It is felt that 2 years of workload data is sufficient and more indicative of what may occur.  If after your review of this data, you feel that this isn’t sufficient, please advise us.

2.
LMS Procedures are not publicly available and are currently being reviewed for export control issues.  Those procedures that are needed for the RFP will be provided with strict access and distribution requirements.

3. Labor Agreements will be provided with the Draft RFP and are included in the current contracts that are listed on the FOIA page.  

4.
It is unclear what “CMOL Data” you are referring to.  Please expand.  Our interpretation is that this information will not be needed for proposal purposes.

5.
GFE lists, with acquisition dates, will be included in the Draft RFP.  

6.
Workload requirements for the wind tunnels that the contractor will be responsible for providing “turn-key” operations will be provided for the past 2 years.  It is felt that the last 2 years’ data is sufficient.  Again, after reviewing this data, please advise if you still require additional information.  Due to the demand of programs, this number can fluctuate.

7.
Wind tunnel usage data will be provided in the number of shifts/working days vs. actual schedules which can change frequently. 

8.
Current Contractor staffing is considered to be business proprietary and will not be released and will only be provided in cases where a certain staffing level is mandated by the Government.  The Government will provide the current Civil Service staffing for the tunnels for which the ROME contractor will have responsibility for turn-key operations.  For all other operational support, a final decision on contractor staffing has not been made and civil service staff is considered irrelevant for proposals purposes.  Please be advised that not all of the functions currently performed by civil service personnel will transition to the ROME contract.

9.
Very few Government vehicles will be provided and includes a limited number of vehicles and equipment (e.g. fork lifts, line truck, fuel truck, Duty Officer’s vehicle).  This list will be provided in the Draft RFP.  Fuel will not be provided for contractor or Government-provided vehicles.  Fuel usage for the date of December 1, 1999 – February 28, 2003 is 90,696 gallons of unleaded gasoline and 4,532 gallons of diesel fuel.  Information on the number and types of current contractor-provided vehicles is considered to be proprietary information and will not be released.

10.
It is unclear what “workforce demographics” information you are looking for.  Please expand.

11.
The facilities to be maintained and their age will be included in the Draft RFP.
12/13. Asbestos and Hazardous Material Inventory lists do not exist and are not relevant to proposal requirements.  Please expand why this information is needed.  This information regarding the presence of asbestos in LaRC facilities is contained in the CMOL system which the prime contractor will have responsibility for and access to during performance of this contract.  Due to the age of the facilities, asbestos is in some facilities.

14. Energy data/information is not needed for proposal purposes.  Utilities such as electricity and natural gas, as well as bulk fluids such as liquid and gaseous nitrogen will be provided by the Government, and indicated in the Draft RFP.  Any requirements that the ROME contractor is to perform in support of the Center’s Energy Management Plan will be stated in the Draft RFP.  The entire plan will not be included in the RFP and it is unclear why this information is needed.

The majority of the tables are very similar so the following comments on those items that are relevant to all tables is provided below:

Current Staffing Levels—will not be provided since this information is considered proprietary and may reveal incumbents’ current staffing strategy.  However, approximately 500 incumbent employees currently exist on all the contracts, or parts of contracts, that will be consolidated under ROME.  For the ROME procurement, approximately 350 may be located onsite and the remainder will need to be located off-site.

Job Descriptions—If the contracts are listed on the FOIA page, the RFP will have the job descriptions that were applicable at that time.  For the ROME procurement, that list has not been finalized and will be provided in the Draft RFP.

Annual NASA expenditure—the cumulative contract value and total funding (through the last modification posted) is available on the FOIA page for all current contracts.  As stated in the Sources Sought the approximate annual value for current contracts is $50M.  Individual amounts can be determined from the contract modifications that are posted on the FOIA page. If you need funding to date, you can request this through the FOIA page and the additional modifications will be posted.

Safety Records--are considered past performance information and will not be released.
