STATEMENT OF WORK

CMF – Mating Base Repair
· Contractor shall provide delivery date, in calendar days, from the receipt of the delivery order and GFE material.

· Contractor shall provide all materials to accomplish task.

· Contractor shall supply Material Traceable Records.

· Contractor shall submit all applicable welding certifications prior to performing any welding.

· Contractor shall certify that all deliverables were manufactured in accordance with the Statement of Work and applicable drawings.
Contractor shall repair indicated welds on three Cockpit Motion facility (CMF) mating bases in accordance with this statement of work including Addendum “A”.  Specific welds to be repaired on each mating base are listed in Tables 1, 2 & 3 of Addendum “A”.  NASA will perform a visual inspection for the determination of acceptance prior to the painting of any weld repairs.

Contractor shall provide a single quote that breaks down the cost (labor hours & cost, material cost, sub cost) for each mating base (Integrated Flight Deck (IFD), Research Flight Deck (RFD), and Generic Flight Deck (GFD).

Contractor shall provide a projected start date and completion date for each mating base using the following scenario:

· Starting with GFD mating base and proceeding to RFD and IFD simultaneously (performing IFD and RFD repairs simultaneously in preferred).

A site visit will be arranged to provide the contractor an opportunity to familiarize themselves with the task, working environment, special requirements of the facility.
