Ladish shall isoforge 3 superalloy disks manufactured from Government supplied superalloy billets using the Ladish Company’s proprietary dies. The disks will then be processed using the NASA-Ladish Dual Microstructure Heat Treatment (DMHT) technology described in NASA TM 2002-211558 as follows: 

1)  Isoforge and machine 3 superalloy disks, using proprietary Ladish dies, from government owned superalloy billets (3 billets @ 24”long by 9”diameter). This material will be consumed in the production of the disks.

2) Design and manufacture heat sinks and heat treat fixture for DMHT conversion.

3) Test heat sinks and heat treat fixture with “dummy” disks of the same shape, described in item 1, using thermocouple data as required and approved by NASA.

4) Attempt DMHT conversion of superalloy disks from item 1 after consultation with NASA upon successful completion of Step 3. Two DMHT conversions will be required for this step. The first conversion trial will be run with one superalloy disk to ensure the process produces the desired grain structure. The second conversion trial will be run with two disks to demonstrate the viability of handling multiple disks in a single furnace run. 

5) Cut and macroetch the three disks from step 4 to verify creation of dual grain structure.
