The following final reminders, instruction, and information are provided regarding the Facilities Operations, Repair, and Maintenance (FORM) procurement:

1. Offerors are reminded that they are responsible for assuring that proposals are delivered to the specific destination identified in block 8 of the front page of the solicitation, and that most delivery services will deliver packages only to our central receiving facility.
2. On Friday, December 20, all offerors who submitted a Volume III will be sent individual written notices via certified mail advising them of the time and date for the presentation of their past performance information.

3. An updated procurement schedule will be posted on the morning of Tuesday, December 24th, once the actual number of proposals received is known.  That posting will likely be the last at the FORM web site, as further status updates will be sent individually via e-mail to the Offerors.

4. Finally, in an endeavor to respond to additional questions received after the requested deadline, the following additional information is provided:

a. The contractor will be responsible for providing the services of the certified boiler inspector mentioned in several locations in SOW section C14.

b. There will be no cost-reimbursable items or requirements in the contract.

c. The actual average annual quantity of nitrogen required for contract requirement C9-00c, “HV Substation Nitrogen Systems,” has been 91,540 volume weight, or 398 k bottles.
d. In contract requirement C8-02, “PSS” is the Protective Signaling System, a generic name for the network of ALS3 panels that communicates all life safety alarms.
