5.  Requirement Description:

Electrical and Fire Alarm Construction, Modification, Repair and Rehabilitation at the John F. Kennedy Space Center (KSC), the Cape Canaveral Air Force Station (CCAFS), and at other such locations for which KSC is responsible for the construction, modification, repair and rehabilitation of facilities.  This solicitation is expected to result in the award of multiple Fixed Price, Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) electrical construction contracts against which the Government may issue Firm Fixed Price Delivery Orders.  This efficient contract vehicle will provide KSC with a pool of proven electrical contractors who will compete to meet designated electrical construction requirements within the scope of the contract.  The Government estimates that up to five (5) IDIQ contracts will be awarded as a result of this solicitation, but reserves the right to award as many or as few as may be determined to be in the best interest of the Government.  Competition for those specific construction projects determined by the Government to be within the scope of the contemplated contracts will be restricted to only those firms who have been awarded the IDIQ contracts.  The performance period for each contract awarded will be five (5) years.  The maximum contract value is $10,000,000. The minimum contract guarantee is $10,000 in project work.   Under the terms of the contract, should a contractor not receive an order(s) for work totaling at least $10,000, the contractor will be compensated for the unearned profit it would have received on a typical project with a total price of $10,000.

Under the terms of the basic IDIQ contract, each delivery order competition will be based on low price or best value competition conducted under the procedures at FAR Part 16.505 (b).  Under the best value concept, the Government will compete orders to the maximum practicable extent and will consider not only price but also performance factors such as quality of workmanship, timely performance, customer satisfaction and overall business relations in selecting which IDIQ contractor will receive a delivery order.  Any IDIQ contractor with a pattern of less than satisfactory performance in any of these areas may be excluded from competing for future orders until such time as that contractor demonstrates that performance problems have been rectified. 

6.  INSTRUCTIONS FOR OFFERORS:

This RFO is subject to "Instructions, Conditions, and Notices to Offerors."

By submission of an offer in response to this RFO, the Offeror agrees to participate in the competition among the successful awardees for individual construction projects, and to perform the work required in accordance with the terms of the Model Contract if the offer is accepted by the Government within 60 calendar days from the date offers are due.  Offers providing less than 60 days for Government acceptance may not be considered and may be rejected.

7.  QUESTIONS RELATING TO THIS SOLICITATION

Offerors are required to submit any questions relating to this solicitation in writing no later than 7 calendar days prior to the closing date specified in the RFO.  Questions received by this date will be answered by written amendment to this RFO.  Questions received after this date will be considered, but may not be answered.   Questions may be mailed, hand carried, faxed, or emailed to the locations listed on the face page of the RFO.  

A site visit for the sample project will be held on 11/13/02, 2002 at 9:00 am.  Reference solicitation provisions FAR 52.236-27, “Site Visit (Construction)” and KSC 52.236-126, “Site Tour”. 

8.  COMPETITIVE NEGOTIATED PROCUREMENT USING QUALITATIVE CRITERIA

This procurement shall be conducted utilizing Best Value Selection (BVS), which seeks to select an offer based on the best combination of price (see paragraph 9.B) and qualitative merit (see paragraph 9.A) of the offers submitted, and reduce the administrative burden on the offerors and the Government.  BVS takes advantage of the lower complexity of Midrange procurements and predefines the value characteristics that will serve as the discriminators among offers.

BVS evaluation is based on the premise that, if all offers are of approximately equal qualitative merit, award will be made to the offeror with the lowest evaluated price (fixed-price contracts) or the Government-determined most probable cost (cost type contracts).  However, the Government will consider awarding to an offeror with higher qualitative merit if the difference in price is commensurate with added value.  Conversely, the Government will consider making award to an offeror whose offer has lower qualitative merit if the price (or cost) differential between it and other offers warrant doing so.

The statement of work included as Attachment 1 to the attached model contract section, and the attached sample delivery order of the RFO serve as the Government's baseline requirement.  Cost and technical factors will be considered equal in importance for purposes of evaluation and will not be assigned weights.  For contract award purposes under this solicitation, cost is defined as that information encompassed by paragraph 9.B.  In addition, the Government will consider value-added characteristics, which are listed at the end of this paragraph.  Value-added characteristics are what the Government considers to be valuable in an offer beyond the baseline requirement. On those value characteristics the offeror chooses to provide, adequate information should be submitted to permit proper evaluation.  These value characteristics are performance based and they permit selection of the offer which provides better results for a reasonable marginal increase in price.  All offers will be judged against these value-added characteristics. The following value-added characteristics are applicable to this procurement:

Corporate Capability;

Project Management;

Relevant Experience; and Past Performance 

The Government will evaluate offers in two general steps:

Step One -- An initial evaluation will be performed to determine if all required information has been provided and the offeror has made a reasonable attempt to present an acceptable offer.  Offerors may be contacted only for clarification purposes during the initial evaluation.  Offerors determined not to be acceptable shall be notified of their rejection and the reasons therefore and excluded from further consideration.

Step Two -- All acceptable offers will be evaluated against the statement of work in the model contract and model delivery order, and the value characteristics listed above.  Based on this evaluation, the Government has the option, depending on the specific circumstances of the offers received, to utilize one of the methods provided at paragraph (c) of the "Contract Award" provision in Paragraph 10.A.1 (FAR Clause 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisitions”) of this solicitation.

QUALITATIVE EVALUATION CRITERA RATING SYSTEM

A. The Corporate Capability Characteristic and the Project Management Characteristic will each be assigned one of the following ratings:

Exceeds:  A proposal that addresses and demonstrates an understanding and feasible approach to all the requirements of the RFO.  Technical superiority is clearly demonstrated.  The proposal may be accepted on its present terms.

Meets:  A proposal that meets all essential requirements of the RFO.  Strengths outweigh weaknesses and weaknesses do not significantly detract from the proposal.

Fails to Meet:  A proposal that contains deficiencies in either approach or understanding, and does not address all the essential requirements of the RFO.  This includes approaches that are not technically feasible, or could not be accepted without revision.

B. Relevant Experience - Relevant experience is the accomplishment of work that is comparable or related to the technical work required by this RFO, and is of similar size and complexity.  The evaluation team will assign one of the following ratings for the Relevant Experience Characteristic:

Excellent:  Offeror possesses significant directly relevant experience.

Satisfactory:  Offeror possesses some directly relevant experience.

Minimally Satisfactory: Offeror offer very little directly relevant experience or only minimal relevant experience.

Neutral:  Offeror possesses no relevant experience.

C. Past Performance - Past performance is how well the offeror has accomplished similar work in the past.  The evaluation team will assign one of the following ratings for the Past Performance Characteristic:

Excellent - Offeror’s performance record indicates contract requirements have consistently been met or exceeded.

Satisfactory - Offeror’s performance record indicates that contract requirements have generally been met.  Strengths outweigh weaknesses or any weaknesses do not significantly effect overall performance.

Minimally Satisfactory - Offeror has a performance record which indicates contract requirements have been met with customer compromise or dissatisfaction.  Excessive contract administration on the part of the customer was required to insure successful contract completion.

Neutral:  Offeror possesses no relevant past performance.

Unsatisfactory - Offeror has a performance record which indicates contract requirements have not been met or significant performance problems have been experienced.

For contract award purposes, the relevant experience and past performance characteristics will ultimately be considered as a single evaluation characteristic and the lack of relevant experience will be treated in the same fashion as a lack of past performance.  To clarify this further, firms lacking relevant past performance history will receive a rating of neutral.  Having a small amount of relevant experience does not necessarily translate into a proposal weakness, unless the experience demonstrates poor performance.  Obviously, firms having a significant amount of relevant experience accompanied by a positive past performance evaluation will be evaluated more favorably than firms lacking in these areas.

9. PROPOSAL PERPARATION AND INFORMATION REQUIRED TO BE PROVIDED BY OFFEROR

OFFERORS NOTE:  A properly prepared offer will consist of the following:

(1) Five original signed copies of the attached model contract filled in as indicated; including one fully executed copy of the attached representations and certifications;

(2) Five copies of the requested technical proposal;  

(3) Five copies of the requested cost proposal; and,

Only the required minimum amount of information is requested to provide for proper evaluation.  Efforts should be made to keep offers as brief as possible, concentrating on substantive information essential for a proper evaluation.  Proposal information shall not exceed 30 pages and these pages shall be numbered.  The following are excluded from the page count: a one page proposal transmittal letter; the five original signed copies of the model contract, table of content, index pages, tab dividers, the paragraph 9.A.1.a financial capability and bonding capacity information, paragraph 9.A.1.d sample safety plan, paragraph 9.A.1.e sample quality assurance plan,  submittal schedule in paragraph 9.A.2.c, progress chart in paragraph 9.A.2.e scheduling, all paragraph 9.B cost information, and one copy of offeror representations and certifications.  A page is defined as one side of an 8-1/2" x 11" sheet of paper, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using letters or number not smaller than 11 font size.  Offers may be submitted on single- or double-sided sheets, but shall not exceed this page limitation. Five copies of your technical and cost information shall be submitted with the five original signed copies of the model contract as identified in Part 9.  Binders are permitted on the technical and cost information. The offeror’s proposal transmittal letter should include the offeror's telephone and facsimile numbers and E-Mail Address(es). 

OFFERORS ARE CAUTIONED THAT PAGES PROVIDED IN EXCESS OF THE MAXIMUM PAGE LIMITS SPECIFIED IN THE ABOVE PARAGRAPH WILL BE REMOVED PRIOR TO EVALUATION OF OFFERS.  THIS MAY RESULT IN UNACCEPTABLE PROPOSAL BECAUSE REQUIRED INFORMATION THAT IS CONTAINED ON REMOVED SEQUENTIAL PAGES WILL BE CONSIDERED AS NOT PROVIDED.  OFFERORS ARE ALSO CAUTIONED THAT ATTEMPTS TO CIRCUMVENT THIS SPECIFIC PAGE LIMITATION REQUIREMENT MAY BE VIEWED AS A WEAKNESS IN THE OFFEROR APPROACH TO CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION UNDER PARAGRAPH 9.A.2.C.

9.A.  THE TECHNICAL PROPOSAL SHALL CONSIST OF PARTS 9.A.1 THRU 9.A.4 AS FOLLOWS.  :

PART 9.A.1:  CORPORATE CAPABILITY TO SUCCESSFULLY PERFORM MULTIPLE CONTRACTS WITH CONCURRENT PERFORMANCE PERIODS.

9.A.1.a. FINANCIAL CAPABILITY AND BONDING CAPACITY:

All firms shall submit information sufficient to establish their financial capability.  This should be in the form of the offeror’s latest financial statements, including the names of banks or other financial institutions with which the offeror conducts business, a bank contact (name and phone number), and written consent for release of financial information.  If the financial statement is more than 60 days old, a certificate must be furnished stating that the financial condition is substantially the same or, if not the same, the changes that have taken place.  A list of current commitments/contracts, percent complete, contracts amount, and their estimated completion dates is also required. Additionally, all offerors shall submit information that clearly establishes their firm’s bonding capacity. This bonding capacity information should clearly establish the offeror’s maximum bonding limitation for an individual IDIQ project and also clearly establish the Offeror’s total bonding capacity for the contemplated IDIQ contract maximum.  All financial information will be treated as proprietary data.

9.A.1.b.  PROXIMITY TO KENNEDY SPACE CENTER (KSC):

An established proximity to KSC will be considered an enhancement of your firm’s corporate capability to successfully perform multiple contracts with concurrent performance periods.  State your firm’s distance from KSC.  For offerors located in excess of 100 miles from KSC, discuss how your firm will be fully responsive to the requirements under the IDIQ contract at KSC.

9.A.1.c.   INSURANCE

Offerors shall provide a Certificate of Insurance for the sample project described in the model Delivery Order.  The certificate demonstrates the Contractor’s ability to understand and comply with the insurance provisions of NFS Clause 18-52.228-75 of the model contract and delivery order.   

9.A.1.d.  SAFETY PROGRAM:

All offerors shall submit information that indicates the extent to which they have an established safety program that complies with the requirements of this solicitation.  Offerors shall address/discuss any safety violations received in the past 3 years. Offerors shall submit its company scoring based on the OSHA SIC Codes.  Offerors shall submit their proposed Safety Plan for the model Delivery Order sample project, and follow NPG 8715.3 NASA Safety Manual Appendix H Only (Attachment #7).  The plan demonstrates the contractor’s application of the safety requirements in the Model Delivery Order, and will be used as an indicator of the Contractor’s ability to understand and comply with the requirements of the model contract and delivery order.  

9.A.1.e.  QUALITY PROGRAM:

All offerors shall submit information that indicates the extent to which they have an established quality program that complies with the requirements of this solicitation.  If available, provide the summary results of any recent bona fide quality audit of your firm.  Offerors shall submit their proposed Quality Plan for the model Delivery Order sample project.  The plan demonstrates the contractor’s application of the quality requirements in the Model Delivery Order, and will be used as an indicator of the Contractor’s ability to understand and comply with the requirements of the model contract and delivery order.

PART 9.A.2:  PROJECT MANAGEMENT

9.A.2.a. ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE AND CORPORATE RESOURCES

Each offeror shall provide an organizational chart that indicates the corporate structure along with a description of the duties, responsibilities and qualifications of each individual the offeror considers to be critical to the overall success of the contemplated contract. Offerors may use the attached Resume Form R-1 to provide background information.  Offerors shall also demonstrate how they will successfully perform multiple projects with concurrent performance periods.  Offerors should address staffing (project managers, superintendents, foremen, etc.), vehicles, equipment, and other resources that will be utilized to perform multiple projects simultaneously.  Offerors shall provide copy of their Certified Electrical Contractors’ License.  

9.A.2.b.  SUBCONTRACT MANAGEMENT

Each offeror shall describe how major subcontractors will be selected.  Offerors shall also discuss their approach to subcontract management and describe any established company policies as they relate to subcontract management and the subcontractor’s relationship to the government.  The offeror shall indicate who is primarily responsible for day to day interface and control of the subcontractors.   

9.A.2.c.  CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION    

Each offeror shall indicate who within their firm (in the event they are awarded a delivery order) will have negotiation authority and any limits to that authority.  Offerors shall complete a “Submittal Schedule” (reference KSC 52.236-116, in the Model Contract) for the Delivery Order sample project identifying all submittals required by the contract, and the due dates for the submittals and any required updates.

9.A.2.d.  LABOR RELATIONS/DAVIS BACON COMPLIANCE:

Offeror shall discuss company policy as it relates to labor relations.  In addition, offerors shall discuss their understanding of the Government construction labor standards and how they relate to the work to be performed under this solicitation.  Offerors shall identify each instance within the last three years in which there were investigation of potential violation or reported discrepancies of the Davis Bacon and related acts requirements and the ultimate resolution.  Offerors proposal shall include a sample Weekly Payroll Record for the model Delivery Order sample project (using labor estimates for the first week’s work) that demonstrates application of the labor relation standards, and demonstrates the Contractor’s ability to understand and comply with the requirements of the model contract and delivery order.

9.A.2.e.  SCHEDULING

All offerors shall describe their project management experience in developing and adhering to Construction Schedules.  Additionally, offerors shall describe their project management experience as it relates to constraints associated with performing work in “operational areas” that necessitate the use of “downtime” (reference KSC 52.236-132, Downtime and excavation Holds) or “work windows” as referenced in the SOW section entitled “Work Categories”.   Offerors shall submit a “preliminary progress schedule” (reference KSC 52.236-113, Progress Bar Charts) for the model Delivery Order sample project which demonstrates the Contractor’s ability to understand and comply with the requirements of the model contract and delivery order.

PART 9.A.3:  RELEVANT EXPERIENCE

All offerors shall provide information relating to their relevant experience on a minimum of three or a maximum of five completed or nearly completed contracts which the offeror considers most relevant to the proposed contract. These contracts shall have occurred within the last three years and, if possible, shall represent a broad range of technical complexity and contract dollar amount. In order to facilitate evaluation of relevant experience as related to the requirements of the proposed contract, Relevant Experience and Past Performance Form REPP-1 should be submitted as an integral part of the offeror’s proposal.  A separate form should be submitted for each referenced contract.

PART 9.A.4:  PAST PERFORMANCE

The Government will contact organizations for which the offeror has previously performed work in order to obtain appraisals of past performance.  In order to facilitate these checks, the offeror is asked to supply on each Relevant Experience and Past Performance Form REPP-1 discussed in 9.A.3 above, the name, address and telephone number of the customer, technical manager and contracting official most familiar with the offeror’s performance on the contracts cited in the previous paragraph.  Additionally, the Government may utilize any other sources of information available to it during the past performance evaluation. 

9.B.  THE COST PROPOSAL SHOULD CONSIST OF PARTS 9.B.1 AND 9.B.2 AS FOLLOWS:

PART 9.B.1:  COST PROPOSAL FOR SAMPLE DELIVERY ORDER 

RFO Attachment 4 is a sample delivery order for a construction project considered representative in nature of the work to be performed under the contemplated contract.  Offerors are required to provide a cost proposal for this sample project.  The cost proposal shall include a detailed cost element breakdown consistent with the offeror’s standard estimating and accounting practices.  The cost estimate shall encompass all costs associated with the sample job.  All pricing and estimating techniques shall be clearly explained in detail and shall support the offered costs in a manner that review, computation and verification can be accomplished.  The information provided in the offeror’s cost proposal will be used to provide insight into the offeror’s operations as well as to evaluate cost realism and reasonableness.  For instance, offerors who submit a price that is unrealistically low or high (when compared with prices submitted by other offerors and the Government Estimate) may reduce their chances of being successful in this competition.  

RFO Attachment 4 consists of Form ESO-1 together with the project drawings and specifications and the current DOL Area Wage Determination.   Offerors downloading this solicitation from the Internet should note that all of Attachment 4 is not available electronically and must be requested by the offeror.  A complete RFO (Attachment 4) package may be obtained by contacting IDI-PRO, telephone (321) 867-2851, or datafax (321) 867-9187, and referencing RFO number 10-02-0038.  

Within the expiration limitations applicable to the offeror’s proposal, the Government reserves the right to award the sample construction project as a firm delivery order without additional negotiations.   Offerors are herewith cautioned, however, that program authority and funding for the sample construction project is not currently available and may not become available. No legal liability on the part of the Government for any payment for the sample construction project may arise unless funds are made available to the Contracting Officer and the successful offeror is notified in writing by the Contracting Officer, that a delivery order is issued under a contract awarded as a result of this solicitation.

PART 9.B.2:  “NOT TO EXCEED” CEILING RATES FOR PRICING OF EQUITABLE ADJUSTMENTS  

Reference Model Contract Article 30-3, “Not to Exceed Ceiling Rates for Pricing of Equitable Adjustments.”  Offerors shall list their proposed ceiling rates for each category listed and identify the base to which each rate is applied (for example, total direct labor hours, total direct labor cost, total cost, etc.).  If the offeror’s indirect rate structure differs from the categories listed (e.g. separate G&A rate in addition to overhead) then the rate should be listed as “other” with its application base identified.  Offerors are required to propose both a profit rate for work performed by the prime contractor and a commission rate for work performed by others, i.e. subcontractor effort.  As part of their Paragraph 9.B Cost Proposal, offerors shall propose cost categories priced using overhead, profit and commission rates that reflect the proposed ceiling rate in Article 30-3 of the model contract.

By signing the model contract the offeror agrees to propose and accept rates no higher than the ceiling rates listed in Article 30-3 for equitable adjustments to any delivery order issued under the contemplated contract, and to accept the provisions contained in Article 30-2, Pricing of Equitable Adjustments.

10.  INSTRUCTIONS, CONDITIONS AND NOTICES TO OFFERORS
