6. INSTRUCTIONS FOR OFFERORS:

Reference RFO 10-03-0005 for Construction of Repair Roads and Paved Areas, Various Locations – PCN’s 95377.5,  97520 and 97520.2, through Amendment No. 01 dated 11/25/02.

If by virtue of this amendment you desire to change an offer already submitted, such change may be made by telegram or letter, provided each telegram or letter makes reference to the solicitation and this amendment, and is received prior to the opening hour and date specified.

The purpose of this solicitation amendment number 02 is to:
i. Update Model Contract Section IV Article 16;

ii. Incorporate the most current DOL Area Wage Determination; 

iii. Publish the questions received from potential offerors and the Government’s answers to those questions; and

iv. Extend the offer due date from 12/12/02 to 1/07/03. 

Accordingly, RFO 10-03-0005 is amended as follows:

A.  Contract Section V Article 16, “GOALS FOR SMALL BUSINESS SUBCONTRACTING” is herewith deleted in its entirety and replaced by an updated  version of the article, included herewith as Attachment 02.

B.  DOL Area Wage Determination Decision FL 2020017 Modification No. 9 dated 11/01/2002 is included herewith and supersedes all previous wage determinations.

C.  Questions received and the Government’s answers to those questions are included herewith as Attachment 01.   

D.  The date specified for receipt of offers is changed from December 12, 2002, to January 07, 2003, at 3:00 PM local time.

QUESTION 1:  (Question edited for brevity.)  The approaching holidays and the short amount of time left before the bid date may not allow us to distribute the full size plans to our subcontractors in time for the bid submittal deadline.  We would like to ask the Government to give consideration in postponing the opening of the bid for this project to a later date than what is advertised, so that we may provide an economical, accurate proposal for this future project.

ANSWER: Your request has received due consideration.   Elsewhere in this amendment, the offer due date has been extended from 12/12/02 to 12/18/02.

QUESTION 2:  In order to obtain a bid bond for this project, what are the liquidated damages for each day work is not substantially completed past the contract time of 300 days.  

ANSWER:   The contract does not contain a liquidated damages provision applicable to failure to comply with the contract schedule.   Contract Section V Article 6, “FAR 52.219-16  LIQUIDATED DAMAGES – SUBCONTRACTING PLAN (JAN 1999)”, addresses liquidated damages which might be assessed in the specific event of Contractor  failure to make a good faith effort to comply with the subcontracting plan.
QUESTION 3:   In order to obtain a Bid Bond for this project, what is the percentage of guarantee required for the Bid Bond. 

ANSWER:   Twenty percent (20%)  of the bid price, or $3 Million, whichever is the lower amount.  For additional guidance, refer to solicitation clause NFS 1852.228-73 Bid Bond.

QUESTION 4:  In order to obtain a Bid Bond for this project, what are the payment schedule and retainage for this project.

ANSWER:   Progress payments will be made in accordance with Contract Section VI Article 14, “FAR 52.232-5 Payments Under Fixed-Price Construction Contracts (Sep 2002).   For additional guidance, see the remaining Section VI articles.  In particular, see Article 17, “FAR 52.232-27 Prompt Payment for Construction Contracts; Article 20, 
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“NFS 1852.232-79 Payment for On-Site Preparatory Costs”; and Article 21, “NFS 1852.232-82 Submission of Requests for Progress Payments”.  It is customary for NASA KSC construction administration officials to withhold 10% of the total contract price or $100,000 if contract price is over $1,000,0000 until final punchlist is complete.  Proper progress payment requests are normally paid in full until the withholding limit is reached unless amounts are retained for other reasons, e.g. unsatisfactory performance.
QUESTION 5:  In order to obtain a Bid Bond for this project, what are the maintenance bond requirements for this project.

ANSWER:   We are not familiar with the term “maintenance bond”; accordingly, there is no requirement for a maintenance bond.  There is a requirement for performance and payment bonds at Contract Section VI Article 11, “FAR 228-15  Performance and Payment Bonds – Construction”.
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ARTICLE 16 - GOALS FOR SMALL BUSINESS SUBCONTRACTING

The offeror shall provide an individual Small Business Subcontracting Plan as required by FAR 52.219-9.  This applies only to large businesses.  An approved master plan, if applicable, shall be attached to the individual small business subcontracting plan.  The following are the recommended goal percentages.

If 70% or more of the work is subcontracted:

SB Goal is 5% of the total contract price


SDB Goal is 3% of the total contract price


WOSB Goal is 1% of the total contract price


HUBZone Goal is .5% of the total contract price

SB Goal is 4% of the total contract price

HBCU/OMI Goal is .25% of the total contract price

If more than 30% and less than 50% of the work is subcontracted:

SB Goal is 3% of the total contract price 


SDB Goal is 1.5% of the total contract price


WOSB Goal is .25% of the total contract price


HUBZone Goal is .25% of the total contract price


VOSB Goal is .25% of the total contract price


HBCU/OMI Goal is .25% of the total contract price

If 30% or less of the value of the work is subcontracted:

SB Goal is 2% of the total contract price


SDB Goal is 1% of the total contract price


WOSB Goal is .25% of the total contract price


HUBZone Goal is .25% of the total contract price


VOSB Goal is .25% of the total contract price


HBCU/OMI Goal is .25% of the total contract price
