                  QUESTION AND RESPONSE

Question: Under Subfactor C - Management Plan and Resources, the RFP requires a Professional Employees Compensation Plan (page 63). The assumption is that this plan will be

provided as part of the Technical Volume. However, the instruction said "The Technical Proposal must not include this but should reference where the information appears in the Cost Proposal"(3rd paragraph, last sentence,

page 63).

Where should we put the Professional Employees Compensation Plan (Technical or Cost Volume?)

Response: All portions of the plan except the actual cost data (salaries and fringe benefit cost per hour) shall be included with the technical volume of the proposal. Salaries and fringe benefit cost per hour shall be included in the cost volume of the proposal. The technical volume shall state where the salary and fringe benefit cost appear in the cost volume.
