The contractor must always objectively envision the work site, the work action, and the product for any factor that would fall outside a normal, standard work effort that has precedents.

	Required when the Environmental Checklist with the Langley Form 69 has any “YES” answers.  Required for all work that involves systems or equipment that contains material that has the potential to damage the environment. Reference LAPG 8800.1


	Safety  
	S
	Required for either of two general classifications:

1. Correction of a safety deficiency or

   2. Safety regulations, which govern a

         proposed work effort. Reference LAPG

	C
	Required for any work request calling for permanent or temporary structural modifications of a facility.  



	Space Utilization
	U
	Required for any work effort that changes the configuration of existing structural enclosures or alters the current utilization of enclosed structures.  Reference LAPD 8800.15

	Handicapped Coordinator
	H
	Required for any facility alteration to ensuring all LaRC Facilities accommodate the needs of and are accessible to any employees with special needs.   



	Energy Management
	E
	 Required for all new/upgraded utility services that significantly change their consumption.   



	Master Planner
	M
	Required for work that changes the aesthetics of the exterior of all LaRC Facilities, configuration of all paved surfaces, site locations of temporary trailers, future plans for new facilities or utilization of LaRC land.
