THE FOLLOWING IS A FURTHER CLARIFICATION TO THE RESPONSE POSTED ON MAY 19, 2003.

Q:  Reference Section L.10.1, L.10.3, L.14. The amount of information required for the contract summaries, paragraphs a through o, is quite space consuming. If this information is presented in a table-like format for each contract, can the font size correspond to L.10.3, “Non-standard text, including graphics, charts, tables, and callouts, shall use no smaller than 8-point type Times New Roman font”?


A: Amendment 11 has been superceded and replaced in its entirety with Amendment 12.  Offerors may use non-standard text when appropriate.  Specifically, Amendment 12 provides:

A page is defined as one side of a sheet, 8-1/2" x 11", with at least one inch margins on all sides, using not smaller than 12 point type Times New Roman font for standard text.  Non-standard text, including graphics, charts, tables, and callouts, shall use no smaller than 8-point type Times New Roman font. Use of non-standard text should be only used where appropriate. Non-standard text should not be used to avoid the RFP page limitations.  is ONLY permitted when specified in the proposal instructions.  If an offeror cannot use the specified Times New Roman font/size, they shall contact the Contracting Officer to request approval of an equivalent alternative font/size.  Font, pitch, and size limitations do not apply to any documentation that is excluded from page limitations.  Foldouts count as an equivalent number of 8-1/2" x 11" pages.  The metric standard format most closely approximating the described standard 8-1/2" x 11" size may also be used.  

Offerors may submit/resubmit Past Performance Volumes with the remainder of proposal submission due May 27, 2003, by 1:00 P.M. (local time).  No resubmissions, however, should be made on the basis of Amendment 11.

Finally, offerors are reminded that Arial font will be allowed, since it is equal to or larger in size than Times New Roman.
