Cost instructions in Section L.10 specify that the cost proposal shall be submitted in hard copy and on disk.  In addition,  Offerors are requested to provide a copy of their cost proposal to the cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency office at the time proposals are submitted in order to expedite proposal evaluations.   





Proposals shall include the SF33 properly completed with offeror’s company name; complete address, including street, city, county, state, and zip code; name, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address of responsible person or persons; acknowledgment of amendments and signature of authorized person.
