Machine shop support requiring unique equipment available 

     only in Government shops will be provided (otherwise the Contractor shall provide his

     own machine shop support).

f.  Chemical and Metallurgical Laboratory Support

     Sampling and analysis of fluids, gases, and other materials; oxygen batch impact 

     testing of materials for oxygen system compatibility. 

g.  Cleaning Support

     Precision cleaning of components used in propellants, pressurizing, and circulating

     systems where precise control of contaminants is necessary to assure system reliability 

     (except that performed in the valve and component shop).

h.  Reproduction - Microfilm and Printing

     Reproduction services for reproduction of engineering prints.  

i.  Tools
Special tools and equipment associated with the maintenance and operations of Appendix “A” facilities.  

j.  Hazardous/Controlled Waste

Disposal of hazardous and controlled waste.

k.  Use of the MSFC Fueling Station

Access to the onsite government fueling system must only be used for vehicles in conjunction with official use of the vehicles in support of the onsite contract functions.  These limitations are further delineated in the Code of Federal Regulations Title 41 Chapter 102. The purpose of this provision is to enable the contractor to function more efficiently without having to go offsite for vehicle fueling.  

To gain access to the fueling system, the CO/COTR will submit, upon Contractor request, a memo to the Vehicle Fleet Operations Officer establishing the vehicles included with this provision of the contract.  The memo must include contract number, contractor point of contact/phone, and information for each vehicle: make, model, year, mileage, fuel type, and tag number. After this information is entered into system a fuel manager card will be issued for each vehicle, and contractor personnel may refuel the vehicle using the automated fueling system.  The MSFC gasoline fueling station is located at Building 4611.  Diesel fuel is dispensed from a mobile fuel truck.  A monthly billing will be submitted electronically to the contractor point of contact for the fuel dispensed.
