KSC Page 45 is replaced with the attached Page 45. Accordingly, RFO 03KEG001 is amended as follows:

A.  Section KSC Clause 52.214-99 “Bid Price and Award (JUN 2000)” is hereby deleted from the solicitation.  Page 8 has been corrected and a new page 8 is hereby attached and to be used as a replacement page for the page 8 that is in the original 03KEG001.

B.  Section “Model Contract” Item 15, Page 11:  Contract Price: is changed to reflect Task 1 (Base Bid) and Additive Alternate #1, #2, #3, #4, #5 and #6.  Page 11 has been corrected and a new page 11 is hereby attached and to be used as a replacement page for the page 11 that is in the original 03KEG001.

C.  Section Article 2, Page 45:  1852.236-71 “Additive or Deductive Items (MAR 1989) is added to the solicitation.

D.  Section KSC 52.210-96 Description of Work (JUN 2002) Page 13:  Changed to reflect Base Bid plus Additive Alternates #1, 2,3,4,5 and 6, with a description of each.  The attached page 13a and 13b replace current page 13.

E.  Questions received and the Government’s answers to those questions are included herewith as Attachment 01.

F.  The Bid Opening Date is not changed and remains at 21 May 2003 at 2:00 p.m.

c.  "Or Equal" Items
Throughout the Technical Specifications and on the drawings of this contract, where certain manufacturers’ trade names and model numbers are specified and followed by the term "or equal," the manufacturer's name and data as specified shall represent the minimum standard type, quality, and capacity acceptable for incorporation into the work covered by this contract.  The products of other manufacturers will be considered as being acceptable, provided that such products fully meet or exceed all minimum structural or use and operational features of the particular manufacturers’ items as
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specified, and provided that the other manufacturers’ items is easily interchangeable and can be adequately incorporated within the allocated space in the building or structure.  In all cases, the acceptability of "or equal" items shall be at the Contracting Officer's discretion, based upon approval data submitted by the Contractor in accordance with KSC 52.236-111, entitled Shop Drawings.

d.   Omissions from the drawings or specifications, or the omission or misdescription of details of work which are manifestly necessary to carry out the intent of the drawings and specifications, or which are customarily performed, shall not relieve the Contractor from performing such omitted or misdescribed details of the work but they shall be performed as if fully and correctly set forth and described in the drawings and specifications.

e.   The Contractor shall check all drawings furnished him immediately upon their receipt and shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer of any discrepancies.  Figures marked on drawings shall in general be followed in preference to scale measurements.  Large scale drawings shall in general govern small scale drawings.  The Contractor shall compare all drawings and verify the figures before laying out the work and will be responsible for any errors which might have been avoided thereby.

QUESTION 1:  Sheet M-1 of 79X35776 has a List of Alternate Bid Items, also shown thru-out drawings.  However, on page 8 of the solicitation, KSC 52.214-99, it states “Price for Task I” on bid form.    Should there be Price for Task 1 and also Price for Each Specific Alternate Item Listed on the bid form? 

ANSWER:   Additive Alternates 1 - 6 have been added to the RFO.  Offerors should submit prices for Task 1 and Additive Alternates 1 – 6. 

QUESTION 2:  Tech. Spec. 79K35776 Section L5815, Paragraph 3.21 says either (1) Welded or Pittsburg Seams (2) Sheet 6 M-4 Note B: Says fully welded seams (Dwg No. 79K35578).  Should there be welded or pittsburg or fully welded seams? 

ANSWER:   Seams shall be fully welded as called for on the drawing. 

QUESTION 3:  Tech Spec 79K35776 Section 15815 Paragraph 3.2.2:  Says companion angle flanges and/or TDC connectors.  Are TDC connectors acceptable?

ANSWER:  No – Rolled form flanges integral to the ductwork (commonly referred to as TDC or TDF connectors) shall not be used.  Either companion angle flanges or a premanufactured slide-on type duct connector (common trade names of Ductmate, WDCI, Ductlok) are acceptable.
