1.  Does NASA have a list of existing, approved hazardous waste disposal firms that are being utilized for work on the campus? Or is it the responsibility of the chosen contractor to provide hazardous waste disposal services? 

A list of currently approved TSDFs will be available in the reading room.  Also refer to SOW Section 1.4.3.d.

It is the responsibility of the chosen contractor to provide all waste disposal services.  All TSDFs must be pre-approved by the COTR.  See SOW section 1.4.3.d.

2.  What are the requirements to become a fire warden on the campus?

Floor Wardens and Area Wardens are normally assigned to designated parts of the building and are directly responsible for that area in the event of an emergency.  Distinctive badges worn during evacuation operations identify the wardens.  During an evacuation, the wardens are responsible for ensuring that all personnel in the area under their control are evacuated, including personnel who need assistance.  Floor Wardens will report to the Building Warden when their respective areas are clear, addressing number of personnel remaining (see 3.2.4 and 3.2.5), rooms occupied, and any special circumstances.  If Floor Wardens have any additional information with respect to the cause of the building evacuation, they should relay that information to the Building Warden as well.  They then proceed to their respective assembly areas and assist with crowd control.  

3.  In accordance to section 1.5.9 of the draft statement of work wildlife species management- is there someone providing the goose & beaver management now? Who is the source?

These services are not being performed at this time.  Previous contractors have varied for this requirement.

4.  Section 1.2.1, first paragraph - In the case of a new, unforeseeable requirement that affects the level and/or type of support, how will this change be addressed contractually?  Federal and state requirements are foreseeable for the most part due to the regulatory process.  This question relates, for example, to the case of 1) a NASA Headquarters Initiative; or 2) a change in the way that the GET does business - that would significantly alter the magnitude and/or direction of contractor services.

If there is a new unforeseeable requirement that is not covered under the Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) portion of the contract then a change would be proposed and procedures would be taken under the Changes Clause in the contract, if needed.

5.  Section 1.4.1(d) - Some Goddard directives may be required to be "completed within 1 year of contract start".  Can it be assumed that a directive is "completed" by the contractor when a GDMS-ready draft is submitted to the Government?

“Complete, Accurate, efficient and effective” documents delivered in final version to the COTR within 1 year of the contract start.  This will be inclusive of a Government review, but is not inclusive of the Goddard Document Management System review and approval process.

6.  Section 1.4.1(k) - Does the maintenance of MSDSPro data include the entry of centerwide data?   

No.  Maintenance of MSDSPro data is inclusive of “environmental technical information and data.”  Maintenance includes review, manipulation and use of Center-wide data as it relates to the environmental management programs and entry of data only for covered materials managed by the Goddard Environmental Team and Contractor. 

7.  Section 1.4.3(a) - Will GSFC's Waste Analysis Plan be available for review in the Procurement Library?  If not, can the contractor assume a minimum number of analysis per waste stream?

A draft version of the waste analysis plan will be available in the proposal library.
8.  Section 1.4.3(b) - The requirement is to arrange for waste and recyclable disposal.  Is the contractor responsible to subcontract to vendors, licensed transporters, and treatment, storage, and disposal facilities?  If these services are provided under a separate contract, what level of responsibility and accountability does the contractor (under this contract) have for another GSFC contractor (under separate contract)?

The Environmental Services SOW includes “hazardous waste, non-usable hazardous material or recyclable materials disposition/disposal.”  See SOW Section 1.4.3.d for additional information.

9.  Section 1.4.3(f) - Can GSFC provide historical workload data for "providing assistance on regional or national incidents"?  Are ODCs necessary in this support?

There is zero historical workload data for regional or national incidents.  This section of the Statement of Work (SOW) has been moved to the IDIQ portion of the SOW.
