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Is there a prospective bidders list available and can you let us know if we

should be aware of any additional info?

There is no prospective bidders list.  If additional information is needed

or questions are submitted from perspective vendors, the information and

questions and answers will be posted on the site where you see the

solicitation.  It is important to review the site every day until the

solicitation closes just in case there is a change or addition to

information.

Is there a public bid opening and when would the results be available? How

does this work?

There is no public bid opening.  The process entails the offerer

submitting the required information online, I will conduct market research

and price analysis, and my end user will prepare a technical review of

each proposal.  The vendor is then selected on a best value basis.  Best

value does not always mean that the lowest bidder will win.  If your price

should be slightly higher than a competitor's, but the competitor's

product does not meet 1 or 2 of our requirements and yours does, then more

than likely your bid would be selected over theirs.  It is hard to tell

how long it will take for award to be made after the solicitation

closes.  It depends on how many proposals were received and how long it

takes the end user to evaluate the proposals.  The winning vendor is

notified by phone.  The other vendors don't get an official notification,

but should be looking at the award website, which will have the award

synopsis posted after the award is complete.
