Attachment A

The WSTF Propulsion Test Department employs a modified series calibration method that is effective in verifying bridge circuit integrity and amplifier gain.  The equivalent circuit during WSTF series calibration is shown in figure A-1, which is also shown rearranged for clarity.  Note that external resistance is connected in series with the entire bridge and not in series with a single arm.  The following should be noted regarding this scheme:

1. In a typical bridge transducer, the resistance seen looking into any two nodes of the bridge changes minimally over the full-scale measurand range.  Opposite bridge arms generally change in the same direction (increasing or decreasing) and adjacent arms change in opposite directions.  The net effect is that little change is seen across any two nodes.

2. The method shown, therefore, is insensitive to the actual measurand to which the transducer is exposed, and can be practically implemented while the transducer is in service.

3. The method shown, like the textbook methods, is sensitive to any single bridge arm being grossly “out of spec” in terms of its nominal resistance.

4. The method shown requires that the excitation voltage be disconnected from the bridge (indicated by “NC” in the figures) and connected to R4.  This is typically done by means of a relay.

5. This method would NOT reveal if the relay that reconnects excitation voltage to the bridge (the point labeled “NC”) following calibration fails open.  The transducer could “pass” the series calibration and subsequently not function due to lack of excitation voltage.  This is in contrast to the textbook methods, which require excitation to be connected in the normal configuration during calibration, and would detect a failed excitation connection to the bridge.
