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COST PROPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS

Cost data shall be submitted in the format of the following exhibits. (Attached).


Cost data should be based on contractr years.  Offerors shall complete Exhibit 5, Summary of Rates, showing the basis of allocation of Contractor Fiscal Year Rates to Contract Year Rates.


The offeror shall submit one set of cost exhibits (Exhibits 1-4) for each of the 2 model tasks.  The data in exhibits 1-4 shall correlate to and support, as applicable, direct labor and indirect rates and maximum available award fee percentage contained in contract Attachment E.  Actual contract minimum and maximum estimated costs are contained in contract clause, #3, and actual proposed costs for individual tasks during contract performance will be established in accordance with Attachment E.


This data and the completed Attachment E constitute the cost proposal.

Exhibit 1


Summary of Elements of Cost/Fee

Provide a summary of the elements of cost  proposed for each model task requirement by contract year.

Exhibit 2


Direct Labor

Provide detail of all proposed labor by skill mix, direct labor hours, and rates by contract year.  Show the applicable direct labor hours, bid rates (salary, wages, and fringe benefits) and amounts for the various labor charges (straight time, regular and overtime, overtime premium, and shift differential, as applicable) by labor category for each contract year.  Also, show the productive labor year (i.e. hours per person less vacation, sick leave, etc.).

The labor in Exhibit 2 shall substantiate and correspond to labor direct and indirect rates listed in Attachment E.

Other Direct Costs

List all items of anticipated direct material.  Indicate the applicable vendors, and associated information, which are to be charged directly as they apply to each model task.

Fringe Benefit Cost Estimates

The Offeror shall provide a breakdown of salaries/wages, along with an itemization of the benefits that require employee contributions and the amount of that contribution as a percentage of the total cost of the benefit.  Exhibit 6, Fringe Benefit Cost Estimates, shall be submitted, which contains the average of fringe benefit information for all the exempt labor categories and the average of fringe benefit information for all the non-exempt labor categories.
