On drawing # 764138,   there is a box with two 3 conduits shown on the top of A-MCC-A ,but no notes show what or where this conduit run goes. It is shown on the drawing # 764144 as being reused to section # 3A. What is this run for?

A.
THE TWO EXISTING 3 IN. CONDUITS FED HORIZONTALLY FROM THE BOX ON TOP OF A-MCC-A  ARE FOR A PARALLEL FEED TO PANEL HP-200.  THIS FEED IS TAPPED FROM THE LINE SIDE OF THE MAIN  BREAKER IN SECTION 3A OF A-MCC-A AND IS TO BE RECONNECTED TO THE NEW WORK.  REFER TO THE NEW ONE-LINE DIAGRAM ON DWG. # 764143.

Question 2

Also on drawing # 764138 it shows two 3 conduits that were feeding A-MCC-B from section 3A. On drawing # 764144 it shows the same conduits going to section 3A. Shouldn t that be section 2A?

A.
YES.  IN THE EXISTING CONFIGURATION, AS SHOWN ON DWG. 764138, THE TWO 3 IN. CONDUITS IN QUESTION FEED A-MCC-B FROM SECTION 3A OF A-MCC-A.  IN THE NEW WORK, SHOWN ON DWG. 764144, THESE SAME TWO CONDUITS SHALL BE USED TO FEED A-MCC-B FROM WHAT WILL BE SECTION 2A IN THE NEW A-MCC-A.  THE NOTE ABOVE ELEVATION A-MCC-A ON DWG. # 764114 POINTING TO THESE TWO CONDUITS SHOULD READ "2 - 3" C TO 2A".
