(a) In accordance with the award document's terms and conditions, unless otherwise specified, the Contractor shall furnish all personnel, services, equipment, materials, and facilities and do all other things necessary for, or incidental to performance of, the requirements set forth herein. 

(b) Work shall be accomplished in accordance with the Statement of Work (SOW) set forth below:

1. Background  

In order to support NASA’s project involving Saturn’s moon Titan, NASA Ames will require a Mercury Xenon Lamp System to simulate the ultraviolet radiation heat flux of the aerocapture of Titan (Saturn's moon).  Titan has a unique atmosphere that will produce very high levels of ultraviolet UV) radiation in a vehicle’s shock layer.  A lamp system is needed that will provide the right level and wavelengths of radiation needed.  

2. Essential specifications the system must possess are set forth as follows:

The radiant source system will consist of a complete system of power, control, cooling, optics, and radiation source which will provide UV radiation from 300 nm to 450 nm, in order to provide continuous (non-pulsed) exposure giving 50-300 W/cm2 irradiance over a 5 cm2 spot (roughly 1-inch diameter area), for 50-200 seconds per run for at least 50 runs.

The system must be operated on a “turn key” system and include the following:

1. UV lamp house including a Mercury Xenon arc lamp, a filter to eliminate the IR with a Fast acting shutter and cooling exhaust blowers to cool the lamp, optics and shutters.

2. Optical system to provide a uniform UV radiance at the target plane to image a nominal 1" diameter UV beam, which must be uniform to +/- 10% over the 1 inch diameter beam. The uniformity of the beams is emphasized.

3. A nominal 4" thin window between the condenser optics and the target plane to prevent any damage to the optics, and 6 replacement windows.

4. Power supply.

5. Structural steel table to support the system, circuit breaker and interlocks for the lamp house cooling blowers, Digital shutter timer to control radiance duration from 000.1 to 999.9 seconds, minutes or hours. Include a support structure for the power supply, timer, circuit breakers and cooling blowers.

The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence. 

(f) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges that the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government, using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred that reasonably could have been avoided. 

(g) Termination for cause.
