The Education Programs Department at the NASA Marshall Space Flight Center (MSFC) will partner with high school(s), within a fifty (50) mile radius to sponsor “For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology (FIRST) Robotics Teams for the 2003-2004 FIRST Regional and National Competitions.   The FIRST Robotics Competition is a national engineering contest that immerses high school students in the exciting world of engineering.  Teaming up with engineers from government, industry, and universities, students get a hands-on inside look at the engineering profession.

The initiative is intended to encourage students to pursue careers in engineering or science related fields.  

The FIRST program is a highly competitive robotic building competition designed for high school students.  The program begins in the fall with organization and program development sessions.  The official kick-off is in early January and requires six weeks of intense effort to design, develop, and build a remotely operated vehicle for a sports based play-off with a different objective each year.  FIRST is more than designing and building a robot from a standard set of raw materials.  It involves such diverse aspects of project management as financing the project, coordinating logistics, arranging press coverage, documenting the impact the team has made on the community, graphic animation of the project, maintaining a website, partnering with industry, etc. 

The teams shall provide no more than two (2) representatives (including educators and/or engineers) to the National Kick-off Workshop, which is held in Manchester, New Hampshire in January 2004.  At this two (2) day workshop, the details of the competition are revealed and the robot parts kit is distributed.

The education entity shall attend at least one Regional Competition and the National Competition, if qualified.

The performance targets for the FIRST Robotics program:

· Competitive robot built to meet the criteria(s) of the current game,

· Project animation,

· Production of a journal documenting the project.

At a minimum, the education entity shall identify:

· Name and/or title of a dedicated administrator,

· Name and/or title of a minimum of two (2) dedicated educators,

· Facilities for the design, manufacture, and testing of the robot and accessibility to the facilities,

· The type of computer equipment accessible to participants for communications; for design, building and hosting a team web site; and document development for project animation,

· The plan for soliciting additional “community support,”

· How the program meets curriculum framework and national education standards.

The high school shall provide the name and/or title of the administrative staff member (ex. principal, assistant principal, or counselor), of the dedicated faculty members (minimum of two), and approximate number of student participants who will be committed to the project.  

The high school shall identify the facilities and hours of accessibility that will be used for design, manufacture, and testing of the robot.  The high school shall provide the necessary personnel, facilities, equipment, and supplies (not otherwise provided by the Government) required to design, manufacture and test a competitive robot.

The high school shall identity the type of computer equipment accessible to participants for communications; for design, building and hosting a team web site; and document development for project animation.  The information technology identified could include computer hardware, computer-aided drafting (CAD) system capability, Internet access, e-mail capability, and presentation simulation software.

The high school shall provide and maintain a web presence where the status of the project will be posted, as well as, a list of needed materials or expertise.  The schools will have the capability to communicate via e-mail with the MSFC FIRST Education Programs Manager, other participant schools, and students.  

The school is responsible for demonstrating how the program meets curriculum framework and national education standards.  

A listing of “community support” could include, but is not limited to, expertise, additional equipment/supplies, monetary donations, services (free shipping for robot, advertisement of the event, etc.) or partnering with industry or other public, private, or parochial high schools.  Funding, in addition to the NASA grant, will be required to complete the project. 

Deliverables shall include a competitive robot (available for NASA/MSFC display) for regional and national competition.  A monthly progress report due on the tenth of each month shall be submitted electronically to the MSFC Procurement Department with a copy to the MSFC Education Programs Department prior to receiving incremental funding.  A final report shall be due to the MSFC Procurement Department with a copy to the MSFC Education Programs Department no later than fifteen (15) working days after the National Competition, prior to receiving final incremental funding.  The high school team(s) shall have a web presence within 60 days after the beginning of the academic school year.  Copies of any other products developed (journal, project animation, video, etc.) shall be delivered to the NASA/MSFC Education Programs Department prior to the National Competition.
