Technical Value Characteristics and Past Performance when combined are  approximately equal to Price.  Of the Technical Value Characteristics, Product Enhancements are more important than the Risk Mitigation and Control Plan.  

The first step of the evaluation will determine if all information as required in FAR clause 52.212-1(m)(1) has been provided and if the offer meets the Baseline Requirements factor (Mandatory Requirements Compliance, Risk Identification List, Safety and Health Plan, and Small Business Subcontracting Plan). Offers will be evaluated to determine if all required information has been provided and that the offeror has made a reasonable attempt to present an acceptable offer.  In addition, the Baseline Requirements factor must be rated as acceptable or is reasonably susceptible to being made so prior to the evaluation of the remaining factors.  No further evaluation shall be made of any offer that is deemed unacceptable.  Offerors are put on notice that proposals meeting the Baseline Requirements, but offer no Product Enhancements, which are otherwise acceptable, will be considered for award.  Offerors may be contacted only for clarification purposes during the first step of the evaluation.    

The Baseline Requirements factor is considered a “Go/No Go” factor while the remaining factors will be used to determine the offer that is most advantageous to the Government.  Offerors are put on notice of the Government’s right to award without discussions in accordance with FAR clause 52.212-1, paragraph (g).
