Eddy Current Test Equipment

An eddy current impedance plane instrument for the inspection of reinforced carbon-carbon materials and for general eddy current NDE and is required.  The instrument must support all conventional eddy current probe types, including but not limited to surface, pencil, differential, absolute, driver-pickup, remote field and bolt hole types.  Instrument must be able to drive up to eight probe pairs with analog output signals of in plane and orthogonal signal for each probe.  Instrument must be delivered with surface probe and full capabilities to simultaneously drive probe at 2.5 and 6 MHz and output in plane and orthogonal signal for each frequency.  In addition, the instrument must meet or exceed the following specifications.

Sample rate adjustable up to 10,000 samples/sec at four frequencies

Instrument must be portable with weight not exceeding 35 lbs.

(b) Descriptive literature is required to establish, for the purpose of evaluation and award, details of the product offered that are specified elsewhere in the solicitation and pertain to significant elements such as --

     (1) Design;

     (2) Materials;

     (3) Components;

     (4) Performance characteristics; and

     (5) Methods of manufacture, assembly, construction, or operation.

(c) Descriptive literature shall be --

     (1) Identified to show the item(s) of the offer to which it applies; and

     (2) Received by the time specified in this solicitation.

(d) If the quoter fails to submit descriptive literature on time, the Government may reject the quote, except that the government accept late descriptive literature subject to the terms contained in the section “Instructions” of this solicitation.

(e) If the descriptive literature fails to show that the product offered conforms to the specifications of the solicitation, the Government will reject the bid.
