Question - Our air balancing contractors would like to know if they can do a pitot traverse of the roof duct rather than taking measurements of each register and grille for the fingerprinting, as they have no way of knowing how many registers or grilles there are, based on the drawings.

Answer – This amendment deleted the requirement in Specification Section 01000, Par. 1.7 Work Scheduling - Work Phase A, and Drawing A200-0100-M02, Sheet Note 4 to take airflow and temperature measurements at all outlets in the building.

Baseline and final air flow, and temperature measurements are still required to be taken at all supply, return, and exhaust air ducts penetrating the roof in accordance with Specification Section 01000, Par. 1.7 Work Scheduling - Work Phase A, and Drawing A200-0100-M02, Sheet Note 4.

Question - Does the temporary supply and exhaust air to the basement need to be conditioned? 

Answer - No. During construction the basement supply air fan referenced on Drawing A200-0100-M02, Key Note 2 is to supply 100% outside air (OSA).

Question - Are there any Structural drawings in this package, or are all the drawings on the disc.

Answer - The CD ROM disc contains a complete set of contract drawings and specifications. The following drawings show the most significant requirements for the Building N200 mechanical equipment mounting requirements.
