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NASA received the following Question:
I had a question regarding the Business Case Study for Services using NASA's SATS Technologies in the State of Ohio.   In the assumptions section, it states that one can assume SATS technologies will be commercially available.  However, in Task 1, section d, it states that one should develop three alternative business models.  Thus, my question is whether the Task 1 Business Model means that NASA will manufacture the SATS system itself or outsource to an outside manufacturer, in which case does three alternative business models mean three alternative marketing models?  
NASA is providing the following response:
NASA is sponsoring the evaluation and demonstration of SATS technologies (primarily on-board avionics) by consortia involving commercial industry. It will be industry's decision whether to further develop SATS technologies into commercial products. FAA regulation and local airport investment may also be required to achieve the SATS operational capabilities using these technologies. NASA will not manufacture SATS technologies or finance further development. The business cases pertain to provision of aviation services which may be enabled or enhanced by SATS technologies. Alternative business models may involve selection of different services, different markets, different pricing, for example.
