Q&A TO RFP 49826-GGU (ROUND TWO)

Answers are in bold following the questions.

1. Section L.15(a), Information from the Offeror - This reference states that a list of 
terminated (partial or complete) contracts must be aubsmitted in the Past Performance volume.  Will the list of terminated contracts count against the page limitation (35 pages)?  The list will count against the page limitations.

2.   Section L.11(b), Proposal Content and Page Limitations - The page limitation table under (b)(1) imposes a 45-page limitation for item (b) Basis of Estimates Processes & Methodology under the Cost Volume.  Please clarify whether this limitation includes the actual proposal and pricing narrative text.  Please refer to Section L.11(b)(3) for guidance.  This section states that the cost section of your proposal is not page limited except for the 45 page limit for the Basis of Estimate (BOE) section.  The 45 page limit applies to all RTO's combined, including both the prime and the subcontractor.  However, this section is to be strictly limited to cost and price information.  The 45 page limit includes the actual proposal and pricing narrative text.

        QUESTION

        On other proposals of this size and complexity, the BOEs, actual proposal and 

         narrative text would exceed 45 pages. We are estimating that the cost volume would 

         exceed 45 pages, not including     the BOEs.  Therefore, we are requesting that the 

         45 page limit be only include the BOES for the RTOs.    The 45 page limit, as

         stated in the RFP, only applies to both prime and subcontractor BOEs.  See 

         Amendment Two that is posted regarding revision of this paragraph.

3.  Round one of the Questions and Answers to the RFP included this question:  "Item 4 in L.12(c) calls for the Mentor-Protege Agreement to be approved by the Small Business Administration, if applicable.  Item 3 in Section I.9 indicates that Mentor-Protege Agreements are to be approved by the NASA Office of Small and Disadvantaged Business Utilization (OSDBU).  Please clarify.  The answer was:  The Mentor-Protege Agreement will be approved by the Small Business Administration (SBA) and then NASA (OSBDU).  Please refer to 13 CFR 124.520 for SBA process instructions.  This answer was partially not correct.  The correct answer is:  The NASA Mentor-Protege Agreement  will be approved by NASA (OSBDU).  See Amendment Two that is posted regarding the revision of this question and answer.
