This full and open competitive procurement will result in no more than three (3) Cost-Plus-Award-Fee (CPAF), Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contracts which may include award to a small business concern.   The contract will have an effective ordering period of 5-years from the effective date.
