QUESTIONS/COMMENTS AND ANSWERS #6 FOR INTEGRATED SAFETY DATA FOR STRATEGIC RESPONSE (ISDSR) – RELATED TO THE RFP

QUESTION/COMMENT:

#1  
Section J.1 (a), page 3, sentence 3 of NASA’s RFP reads as follows: “The prototype will be a Local Area Network (LAN) of computers in the Contractor’s laboratory, each computer housing fully de-identified data mirroring that held by an operating/monitoring organization . . .”  In the parlance of information technology, a site that mirrors another usually contains a complete replica of the data holdings of the site being mirrored.  If this interpretation was applied to ISDSR, it might be inferred that ISDSR Central would have a copy of all of the FOQA and ASAP data present on the ISDSR servers situated at air carrier facilities.  Does NASA intend this sentence to be interpreted in such a manner?

GOVERNMENT RESPONSE:

This interpretation is not correct. The referenced section refers only to the ISDSR prototype on which new analysis tools will be developed. For the prototype, we would expect the contractor to maintain a small, de-identified sample of (in this case) Flight Operations Quality Assurance (FOQA) and Aviation Safety Action Programs (ASAP) data in the same format it exists at the airline, in this case presumably the format used on Distributed National FOQA Archive/ Distributed National ASAP Archive (DNFA/DNAA) local archive servers. The term "mirroring" in reference to the ISDSR prototype means a sample data set that is a representation identical in format to the population of data.
